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MEMORANDUM OF THE ENUMERATOR’S WORK

1. Participation in the seminars for their education and briefing on their duties and the way the census is to be executed.

2. Receiving and keeping the census documents from their Head of the sector.

3. Studying the instructions and the documents related to the census, and discussing with their Head of the sector any questions they might have.
4. Locating the Enumeration Section with the help of the Head of the sector.

5. Preparation of forms P-1 and P-2 by inserting the geographical characteristics on their first page.

6. Presenting themselves to the Head of the sector of their areas or informing them for the commencement of their work on the 18th of March 2001.

7. Execution of the population and housing census on Sunday, the 18th of March 2001, based on the List-Frame of Edifices and Buildings (Form O-1), completion and handing over the Census participation certificate Form BA) to all enumerated.
8. Execution of logical and completion checks of all questions of the completed population and housing census forms, Forms P-1 and P-2.

9. Inserting the housing and household census forms in the respective aggregate list (Form K-1).
10. Handing over the completed census forms, documents, the charts as well as the non completed forms to the Head of the sector.

A. INTRODUCTION

B. THE ENUMERATOR’S TASK
3. [Omitted, on the importance of the enumerator’s task]. Each enumerator will be working in one Census section or two small ones, after a short briefing, so that he will know his duties. After the meeting the Head of the sector will locate the enumerators at their sections and hand over to them the relevant charts of their sections.
4. On the 17th of March 2001, the Head of the sector will hand over to each enumerator all the relevant List-Frame forms and forms P-1 and P-2, the Information on the census forms and Census participation certificates. [Omitted, on inserting the relevant geographical information in Forms P-1 and P-2].

5. On the 18th of March, the enumerator will begin the population and housing census, informing the Head of the section for the commencement of his work. The enumerator has to visit one by one all the regular dwellings –occupied or vacant- and all the buildings intended or for housing, completing section A of Form P-1.1, “HOUSING DATA”. For the occupied regular dwellings and the other buildings intended for housing he must complete section B of Form P-1.1 and the questions of sections C and D.
6. The census will be carried out in the order indicated by the List-Frame but the enumerator will have to inspect every building and every space where people might be residing, taking into account possible omissions by his Head of sector, as well as the changes made after the compilation of the list.
7. If in his section there are collective dwellings, as clinics, hotels, boarding houses etc. the individuals residing in them are to be enumerated in Form P-2.

8. After the execution of the census, every household, vacant dwelling or collective dwelling form that has been completed by the enumerator has to be inserted in the aggregate list (Form K-1).
9. Because the information on the forms is CONFIDENTIAL, the enumerator accompanied by persons that have nothing to do with the census and he will have to take special care of the forms so that none may read them.

C. FORMS TO BE USED BY THE ENUMERATOR
10. a. List-Frame of Edifices and Buildings (Form O-1).

b. Population and Housing Census Form (P-1).

c. Collective residence census form (Form P-2). 
d. Census participation certificate.

e. Information on the census form.
f. Aggregate list (Form K-1).
D. HOUSING CENSUS

11. Dwelling is a space distinct and independent from construction, built or converted in order to be used for housing, or if it were not intended for housing, it was used so during the census taking. A space is considered distinct if it is surrounded by walls, fences etc. and is covered by a roof, so that the individual or group of persons may be isolated in order to sleep, have his meals or be protected from the elements. A space is considered independent if it has a direct entrance from the street, from a public or a common staircase, a passage or arcade, when the inhabitants may come and go without having to go through the place occupied by another household.
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Regular dwelling is the permanent and independent structure, composed of one regular room at least and intended to be used as a residence of a household.
Regular dwelling in a collective residence is the regular dwelling in the space where there is a collective dwelling (e.g. Director’s residence in a hospital, clinic, prison etc.).
Regular room is the space inside the dwelling surrounded by walls that is 2m high and of area 4m2 at least and of shape allowing for a regular bed. In this respect, regular bedrooms, dining rooms, drawing-rooms, habitable basements, attics, servants’ rooms, kitchens and other separate spaces used for housing are considered as rooms.

12. Dwellings to be included in the housing census: a) regular dwellings, e.g. houses, flats, farms etc. either occupied or vacant. b) The inhabited non-regular dwellings, e.g. shop, shed, booth, cave, caravan, tent etc.

13. Dwellings not to be included in the housing census:

a) Uninhabited or not intended for habitation due to their condition old and ruined regular dwellings 
b) Uninhabited regular dwellings that are under construction and their construction is not on its final stages.

c) Other uninhabited spaces.

d) Dwellings constructed for housing but are used on the whole for other purposes e.g. flats that are used as offices, workshops etc.

e) Collective dwellings, such as hotels, hospitals, prisons etc.

14. Special Enumerators will enumerate the dwellings:

a) Of foreign diplomats and members of foreign missions in cooperation with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

b) The regular dwellings in barracks where officers or non-commissioned officers or citizens are residing, with or without their families.

c) Dwellings within collective residences that were considered as special census sections.

A. HOUSING DATA

19. Question 1, Type of dwelling. Case 1, regular dwelling will be recorded in most cases of the housing census regardless of whether they are houses, flats, farms etc. Case 2 will be recorded in few cases where the dwelling is within a collective dwelling, i.e. hotel, hospital, prison, old people’s home, boarding house etc. Cases 3, 4 and 5 (hut, shed, tent, boat, yacht, caravan, shop, office, warehouse, garage etc.) will be recorded only if they are inhabited on the census taking day. When cases 3, 4 and 5, questions 2-13 are not to be answered, and in part B it will be recorded only the number of households residing in the dwelling and the surname and name of the householder or householders when they reside more than one households.
[Characteristics of regular dwelling, questions 2-5]

20. Question 2, Type of dwelling. Case 1 will be recorded for a main residence where one or more individuals slept the night of Saturday 17th to Sunday 18th of March 2001. Main residence is considered that where the household resides for the main part of the year. When the household is using two or more residences for the same more or less period of time, as a main residence is considered the one that they reside during winter and the rest are to be considered as vacation or secondary residences. But if these residences are used at the same time and are close they are to be considered as a single main residence. In case 2, the answer for vacation or secondary dwellings where one or more individuals slept the night of Saturday 17th to Sunday 18th of March 2001 is to be recorded. Vacation is the regular dwelling located usually far from the main residence of the household (on a mountain, near the sea, etc.) and is used for relaxation during summertime or at intervals during all seasons. Secondary is considered the dwelling that is used by the household at the same time with the main residence and is not a vacation one.

In case 3, an answer is to be recorded if it is a main residence that is in general inhabited but on the night of 17th to 18th of March 2001 its inhabitants did not sleep in it because they were temporarily absent (e.g. tourism, professional reason, the night was spent in a vacation or secondary dwelling etc.).
Vacant is the dwelling that was found uninhabited because: a) it is intended to let, for sale, is used as vacation or secondary dwelling, is vacant for other reason, e.g. the owner immigrated or settled elsewhere or it is a new building in the stages of finishing or it is under repair etc.

21. Question 3, Type of building. In cases 1 and 2 an answer is to be recorded if the enumerated dwelling is situated in a building intended for housing that has one or two dwellings respectively (single or two family houses). Case 3 is to be recorded if the enumerated dwelling is in a building intended for housing that has 3 or more dwellings, i.e. it is a flat. Case 4 is to be recorded when the enumerated dwelling is situated in a building that is mainly used for offices, shops etc.
22. Question 4, a) Period of construction b) Total area of dwelling in m2

23. Question 5, Number of regular rooms except the kitchen. Rooms to be included: regular bedrooms, dining rooms, drawing rooms, servant’s rooms, cellars, other spaces used for housing. Rooms not to be included: bathroom, toilet, WC, corridors etc. The number of rooms used exclusively for professional purposes is to be also recorded.
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[Amenities of regular dwelling, questions 6-12]

24. Question 6, a) Kitchen. Kitchen is a separate space, equipped and intended from its construction or renovation to serve for the preparation of the household’s meals, regardless of whether or not is used for other purposes as well, i.e. dining, sleeping etc. The space is equipped if there is a permanent installation for the preparation of meals, electricity, gas or fireplace. In question 6b case 1 is to be recorded if the space of the kitchen is of area 4m2, 2m high and there is room for a bed even if it is not separated by a wall or any kind of door (i.e. it is a part of some other room, e.g. drawing room).
25. Questions 7-12 refer to the amenities of the dwelling. A single answer is to be recorded, the one that corresponds to the case providing the largest amenity. Question 8 refers to the drinking water. There is a water supply network when the water running through pipes is under the inspection and control of public services (e.g. The national service for the water supply of Athens, The Thessalonica water supply organization, Municipality, etc.). A single answer is to be recorded for Question 13 on ownership.
B. DATA PERTAINING TO THE HOUSEHOLDER AND OTHER INFORMATION
26. Household is: a) an individual that resides in a dwelling or occupies as a renter a separate room or rooms of a dwelling and is unrelated to the other inhabitants of the dwelling. b) Two or more individuals that own a dwelling or and a part of it, providing commonly for their food and sharing its responsibilities and amenities. Householder is the individual recognized as the head from the other members of the household because he makes the important decisions that concern them.

27. In the household are included boarders and servants eating together with the other members of the household, using its amenities and are dependent on it.
28. Members of the household are considered the householder’s relations, residing in the same dwelling, even if because of their work they are not eating daily with the other members.
29. Individuals unrelated to the householder but residing in the same dwelling with him will be considered as members if the eat at least once a day with the other members.

30. In the household are not included renters that are not participating in the household’s meals as well as domestics that not residing in the household’s dwelling, even if they are eating with the household.
31. The household is not always identical to the concept of a family. The household is comprised by individuals that reside together, provide commonly for their livelihood and eat as rule together. But, a family is comprised by individuals that are related. A student studying in another city, the head of a family working away from his family are members of their families but are not a household with them. These head of a family and student are a distinct household.
32. Question 1. Record zero (0) if the enumerated dwelling is vacant, or 1,2 ,3 or 4 if they reside in it 1, 2, 3, or 4 households, respectively.
33. Question 3. Write the name and surname of the householder (for each household) residing in the dwelling. First must be written the individual that owns the dwelling or the individual that legally rents it and signs the respective contract.
34. Question 4. Record the number of rooms available to the household including the kitchen if it meets the requirements of a regular room, excluding the rooms used exclusively for professional purposes.
35. Question 5. Record cases 1, 2 or 3 on how the householder of member of the household occupies the dwelling. Other is referring to the cases where the dwelling is occupied without pay, without leave, etc.
36. Question 6. The question is to be completed after the individuals in the household are enumerated, recording the number of males and females in each household.
G. POPULATION CENSUS

The individuals to be included in the census
37. In the census, are to be included all individuals regardless of age, sex and nationality that are located within the boundaries (terrestrial, sea, aerial) of Greece on the midnight of Saturday to Sunday, 17th to 18th of March 2001.
38. According to the before mentioned rule in the census are to be included:
a) Infants born before the midnight of 17th to 18th of March 2001.
b) Individuals that passed away after the midnight of 17th to 18th of March 2001.

c) Individuals traveling abroad by any means (ship, airplane, railway) after the midnight of 17th to 18th of March 2001, i.e. as long as at the zero hour of midnight were still within the boundaries of Greece.
d) Travelers arriving to Greece from abroad  entering the Greek boundaries before midnight of Saturday to Sunday, 17th to 18th of March, even if the were at the entering stations of the country (ports, airports and other stations) for passport control, on the ships, trains or the waiting travel lounge. Travelers who have not arrived on time to their lodging quarters on census taking day are to be enumerated by special enumerators appointed at airports, ports and all entering stations of the country.
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39. In the census are also included the foreign diplomats and the members of foreign missions with their families and servants, Greeks or foreigners. The individuals of these categories are to be enumerated by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. To the enumerators visiting them they will have to declare their identity or show their census participation certificate so as to avoid duplication. The Enumerators are to comment in the List-Frame of Edifices and Buildings (Form O-1) in the respective building that dwelling is occupied by a foreign diplomat or other member of a foreign mission.
40. All other foreigners –except foreign diplomats and members of foreign missions- that are to be found within the boundaries of Greece either at their dwellings or as house guests in other households or as clients or boarders in a collective dwelling or residence (hotel, boarding house etc.), are to be enumerated in the same way as the Greek population. It is noted that in the census are to be included the foreign military bases operating in our country and their personnel are to be enumerated by special enumerators according to the instructions of document 3.
C. HOUSEHOLD DATA
41. In this section of the form all the individuals that spent the night in the household and the temporarily absent members of the household are to be recorded. First the members of the household, present or temporarily absent are to be recorded followed by the temporarily house guests. The data will be recorded per household and individual. A sheet will be used for each individual. In the first sheet the householder will be recorded, present or temporarily absent and in the other sheets the other individuals in the following order: his spouse or his partner, his unmarried children in the order of their age, his unmarried children that have a partner, his married children in the order of their age and their spouses and children, his parents, his parents-in-law, his grandfather or grandmother, his brothers and their spouses and children, the other relatives, domestics, boarders and other individuals.
42. A household and housing census form (Form P-1) will be completed for each household and for the individuals the questions in each sheet are to be completed.

43. For the inhabited by two or more households dwellings there are to be completed as many forms as there are households. The housing data will be recorded only once in the form P-1 of household with S/N 1.

44. In form P-1 the housing data and the data for three individuals and their respective immigration data may be recorded. If the household has more than three individuals there to be used additional sheets P-1.2 or P-1.3a in which the 7 digit S/N of the housing census form is necessarily recorded.

H. THE COMPLETION OF THE INDIVIDUAL’S IN THE HOUSEHOLD DATA
Sheet of householder data completion (Form P-1.2a)
45. S/N of household. Fill in the appropriate space the S/N of the household being enumerated. In most cases 1 will be recorded. If in a dwelling two or more households are residing fill in 2, 3 or 4 in the respective form when enumerate the individuals of the 2nd, 3rd or 4th household. The first individual to be recorded is the householder. Next, in the other sheets the 2nd, 3rd individual of the first household are to be recorded in their order. If in a household more than three sheets are needed, additional sheets P-1.2 or P-1.3a are to be used in which the S/N of the individual, its household and housing census form are to be necessarily recorded.
46. Question 1, [omitted as in the form and the instructions]
47. Question 2, Sex. Fill in the appropriate space. It is a distinct question and it should be asked even if in Greek it is plain for the name, but there may be not christened children and individuals with foreign names.

48. Question 3, Date of birth. Fill in the appropriate space. Data must be ascertained by identification card, passport or other official document. The question must be asked as “Which date were you born?”.
[pp. 9-10]

49. Householder, present individuals, temporarily absent members.

Householder is the member of the household that makes the important decisions concerning the household. He is always to be recorded first regardless of whether he is present or absent. From the householder, when he is present, or other appropriate adult individual we are to ask the necessary information on the other members of the household. Present is considered and is to be enumerated every individual that spent the night of the census taking day in the household. Even if an individual is absent at the time of the enumerator’s visiting the household, to work, church, cafe, visiting relations or anywhere else is to be recorded as present. Individuals who the previous night were on shift, workers, etc., entertaining, were in the fields, with their animals for grazing, traveling within the country and were not enumerated else where and are to return in the morning they are to be considered also as present members of the household. Present is also the house guest, i.e. the individual member of another household that spent the night in the household being enumerated. Temporarily absent member of the household is the member of the household being enumerated but who spent the night of 17th to 18th of March else where and is absent on the census taking day. These individuals must be absent for a short period of time e.g. for tourism, hospitalization, business, detention etc. In exception, sailors and fishermen are always considered as temporarily absent members of the household regardless of the time of their absence, and they may not be considered as householders because they are absent for a long period of time. Of these, if they are absent for a short period of time they might be considered as householders. They are not considered as temporarily absent those who are imprisoned, hospitalized for a long period of time (institution, sanatorium, psychiatric clinic etc.), students studying abroad or in another Greek city since they reside there. [Omitted, as in the form and the instructions]
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50. Questions 5 and 6 are not to be completed for the householder.
51. Question 7, Marital status. The legal marital status is to be recorded. The respondent’s answer is to be recorded. Persons cohabiting are to be recorded in accordance with their legal marital status.
52. Question 8, Place of permanent residence of your mother when you were born. One of the cases is to be recorded. In case 2, the Municipality or Commune where the mother of the enumerated individual was permanently residing must be recorded. In the case where the individual was born abroad the country his mother was permanently residing must be recorded. The relevant entry on the identification card for the place of birth is always correct. The question must be asked as “Where were your mother residing when you were born?”.
53. Question 9, Citizenship. [Omitted, as in the form and the instructions]

54. Question 10, Municipality or Commune registration. [Omitted, as in the form and the instructions]

55. Question 11, Place of usual residence. Place of usual residence of an individual is where the household is settled or the collective residence where he was residing for the most part of the last year. Households using two dwellings are to declare as place of their usual residence the one that spend most of their time. Households residing in Communes having a winter and summer location are to declare as their usual place of residence the winter location. Nomads and roving are considered to have their usual place of residence at the enumeration place. [Omitted, as in the form]
56. Question 12, Place of usual residence in March 2000. [Omitted, as in the form and the instructions]
57. Question 13, Place of usual residence in March 1995. [Omitted, as in the form and the instructions, only the year is written as 1996?]

58. Question 14, Level of education. [Omitted, as in the form and the instructions]
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Questions 15-26 should only be completed for persons born in 1990 or before
59. Question 15, Academic qualifications. [Omitted, as in the form and the instructions]

60. Question 16, Main occupation the previous week (11-17 March). An individual is to be considered as working if with his job provides his or/and the household’s livelihood. That is, that the individual is working in order to profit or pay (salary, a day’s wages, contract work) or assist in the family business or agricultural land even without pay apart from the expenses for his livelihood. Case 1 will be recorded if the individual worked during the week 11-17 March even only for one hour. Likewise, individuals having a place of work but did not work due to sickness, leave, strike, weather conditions, seasonal work or any other temporal reason are to be considered as working.
“Job seeker” will be recorded for the individual who during the week 11-17 March was seeking work because he was dismissed, the business was closed, finished his work etc. and was ready to take an offered job. This means that in spite of his efforts to seek work (OAED registration, applications to companies, participation in competitions, inserting adds in newspapers etc.) did not get a job. Case 3 is to be recorded if the individual during the week 11-17 March was “seeking work for the first time”. The declaration of an individual that he is “seeking work” must be investigated that it is not a simple intention but efforts towards it with certain actions taken. Cases 4-9 will be recorded for individuals belonging to them. “Pensioner” is the individual receiving pension for his work and not an individual receiving someone else’s pension.
61. Question 17. “In what type of establishment, enterprise did you work during the previous week or the last time you worked?” (Case 1 or 2 of question 16). The question refers to the type of economic activity (industry branch) of the establishment, enterprise, Service etc. the enumerated individual is working or was working. The answer must be very analytical so to enable coding by NSSG. General and vague questions as “factory”, “company”, “Public Service” are inadmissible. Satisfactory answers are [omitted, examples].

62. Question 18a. “What is or was your profession the last time you worked?”. (Case 1 or 2 of question 16). The occupation of the enumerated individual is to be recorded very analytically so as to enable coding, [omitted, examples]. 18b. What are or were your main duties and competences at this work? His duties and competences in his work are to be recorded analytically so as to enable coding.

63. Question 19, Occupational status. (Case 1 or 2 of question 16). Description of his occupational status in his work or the one he worked last. Employer is the owner of the establishment (with one or few partners) and is employing on a continuous base one or more individuals, salaried, wage earning staff etc. Self-employed is the individual that works in his own work (with one or few partners) without employing continuously any individual, salaried employee or wage earning worker, apart maybe members of his family as unpaid assistants. Employee or wage earner is the person who for his work is having a salary or a day’s wage or by contract or percentage on the sales, bonus, or kind (food, housing, education). Assistant in the family business is the family member working in the family business without pay, except the expenses for his livelihood.
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64. Question 20, “How many hours did you work during the previous week (11-17 March)?” (Case 1 of question 16). The actual sum of hours the enumerated individual worked must be recorded for all the days of the previous to census week. It is considered that the enumerated has worked as many hours as he was present in his work, regardless of whether or not during this time he did not worked. If during the previous to the census week he did not work at all or worked for less than 15 hours, in the appropriate space two zeros must be recorded or the number of hours and one of the cases 1-4 the reasons for lesser work must be recorded [omitted, as in the form].
65. Question 21, “How many people work in the establishment etc. where you work?”. (Case 1or 2 of question 16). The establishment might have one or more buildings, e.g. factory, warehouse, offices, mine etc. Case 1 is to be recorded when the persons working in the establishment, enterprise, service (i.e. the local unit of the establishment) are 1-9 and case 2 when the persons working in the establishment etc. where the enumerated has been working or worked are 10 or more.
66. Question 22, “What was your main occupation during the last twelvemonth?”

The question refers to the individual’s main occupation during the last twelvemonth (March 2000-March 2001).All referring to the occupation in question 16 are valid in this question. “Working” is to be recorded for every individual that was working for the most part of the last twelvemonth (more than 6 months) regardless of whether or not during the census taking was working. That is, the enumerated individual may during the census taking be on leave or is unemployed, or sick, or not working for the machine h is operating is on mend but for the most part of the last twelvemonth he was working. Working are considered as well the individuals that recently started working, and those that work only seasonally provided that they work systematically (at least 6 hours daily). Not working are the individuals that have recently stopped working due to pension, sickness, or any other reason, and do not intend in the future to work, imprisoned and conscripts. “Seeking work” is to be recorded for every individual who for the most part of the last twelvemonth was seeking work and in spite of his efforts towards it (OAED registration, applications to companies, participation in competitions) did not find work. “Seeking work for the first time” is to be recorded for the individual that did not work before and for the most part of the year was seeking work. Cases 4-9 are to be recorded for every individual that do not belong to one of the three before mentioned cases.
67. Question 23 [Omitted, as in the form and the instructions]

68. Question 24 Place of work. (Case 1or 2 of question 16). Place of work is the place where the individual is or was executing his work. An individual may be working in a non permanent place, case 1, or in a permanent place, cases 2, 3, 4 and 5. Case 1 includes individuals whose work presupposes moving in different areas not presenting themselves at a certain directorate, e.g. touring salesmen, lorry drivers of long distances, taxi drivers, roving salesmen, construction workers, market salesmen etc. Case 2 refers to the individuals working in a permanent place inside their usual dwelling Artisans, doctors, architects, designers, persons operating shops inside the dwelling etc. are included in this category. Case 3 is to be recorded for those working in a permanent place within the boundaries of the “Municipality or Commune of their usual residence” Case 4 is to be recorded for those working in a permanent place “In another Municipality or Commune” of that of their usual residence. In cases 3 and 4 are included the individuals without a permanent place of work but who are to come and present themselves at a certain directorate at the start of the work period, e.g. bus drivers, pilots, delivers etc. Case 5 is to be recorded for those working abroad. In cases 4 and 5, the Municipality, or Commune, or Nomos (department) or foreign country is to be recorded. Peasants are to answer one of the cases 3 or 4 depending on where most of their cultivation land is located.
69. Question 25 [omitted, as in the form and the instructions]
70. Question 26 [omitted, as in the form and the instructions]
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Sheet of the 2nd individual data completion (Form P-1.2b)
71. The questions to be completed for the 2nd individual are the same with those of the householder. Additionally, question 5 is to be completed.
72. Question 5. Kinship or relationship to householder. To be completed by the 2nd, 3rd, etc. individual. Partners are considered two persons cohabiting, not legally married but declaring that their relationship is similar to being married. In case 3, the adopted children, the children of their spouses or partners are to be included. The householder’s son-in-law or daughter-in-law is to be considered as child. 
Sheet of the 3rd individual data completion (Form P-1.2c) and the other individuals
73. The questions to be completed for the 3rd and the other individuals are the same with those of the 2nd individual. Additionally, question 6 is to be completed

74. Question 6. Kinship or relationship to the previous individual. When the 3rd individual is recorded his kinship or relationship will refer to the 2nd individual. Similarly, for the 4th his kinship or relationship to the 3rd will be recorded etc. For the 4th and 5th individuals Form P-1.2 will be used.
D. IMMIGRATION DATA
