
EXPLANATION OF CONCEPTSPRIVATE 


Locality

A locality is defined as a town (urban area), a village (rural area) or their central inner area (downtown), other inner area with a unique place name, or an inhabited outer area (outskirts). In 1990 census publications localities have mostly been defined according to the first sense, that is as towns and villages.


Inner area is generally that part of urban/rural areas which does not include the latter's agricultural or silvicultural lands and whose limits were established by a general or abridged area plan or, in the absence of such plan, by an order of the local council. The inner area, besides the built-in and public (road, street, square, park etc.) areas, extends also over area parts which can be used for the transformation of ground pieces and for construction. Urban/rural areas may have also several inner areas. 


As central inner area is registered that inner area unit where the administrative bodies of the respective urban/rural areas and, generally, the majority of supply institutions are found. All urban and rural areas have a central inner area.


As other inner area are regarded those parts of the urban/rural areas which, generally, are geographically not connected with the central inner area and whose development (construction, the establishment of ground pieces and supply institutions etc.) is performed by abiding to the rules with regard to the inner area. 


Outer area (outskirts) is the part of the urban/rural area outside the limits of the inner area as defined by the respective area plan (or by the order of the local council) which is, generally, agricultural or silvicultural area.


Outer area inhabited place (inhabited outskirts) is, generally, a locality between the administrative boundary of the urban/rural area and the central or other inner area.


Area size

Data with regard to the joint area size of the urban and rural areas and, respectively, of the inner areas have been expressed — in conformity with the register of the Land and Cartographic Department of the Ministry of Agriculture — as of January 1, 1990, in acres (rounded-up figures).


Population

With regard to the 1870—1960 period, the population data refer to the present population and, with regard to the 1970—1990 period, to the permanent and resident population, respectively.The data with regard to the period between 1870 and 1890 cover only the size of the civil population, and between 1900 and 1990 that of the total population. Besides, the 1900 civil population, the 1970 present population, as well as the 1960 permanent and resident population numbers established on the basis of the registered permanent and resident population of 1970 and vital statistics, have also been published. 


Present population is the population in the place of the enumeration at the reference date of the census.


The permanent population contains the data of persons having a registered permanent dwelling in the given area, independently whether they do or do not have registered temporary dwelling elsewhere. To this group belong those persons too, who were abroad for some reason (employment, learning, fulfilment of a diplomatic, commercial, scientific mission) at the reference date of the census but had a permanent registered dwelling in the given area.


The resident population consists of two groups: 


—
the population having a registered permanent dwelling in the respective area and having no temporary registered dwelling elsewhere,


—
persons having a registered temporary dwelling in the respective area,

regardless to whether they were or not present at the reference date of the census.


Both to the permanent and the resident populations belong also those persons who have no registered permanent dwelling but whose temporary residence at the reference date of the census was in the respective area (e.g. a part of the inhabitants of charitable institutions, temporary accommodations, alms-houses).


Total population means the total number of persons enumerated in the given address, irrespective of their type of registration.


Population density

Population density means the number of persons per 1 km˛ of the respective area.


Population growth

The actual increase and decrease, respectively, mean the difference between the population sizes enumerated in an area at two consecutive population censuses; in the 1870—1960 period this value was that of the population present at the reference date of the census and in the 1970—1990 that of the resident population. The population censuses of 1870—1890 referred only to the civil population, and, consequently, the data of the actual increase of the 1891—1900 period differs from the difference between the 1890 and 1900 population sizes.


The natural increase and decrease, respectively, means the balance of live-births and deaths in the population of a given area.


Live-birth is the coming into the world of the foetus, regardless to how long it was in the mother's uterus and how long it lived, provided the foetus gives some sign of life (e.g. breathing, heart function, decisive motion of the volitional muscles, pulsation of the umbilical cord).


Death is the final cessation of all signs of life at any time after live birth (the cessation of the functions of life after delivery without the capability of revival).


Net migration is the difference between the actual and, respectively, natural increase and decrease.


Average yearly increase and decrease are counted on the basis of the hypothesis that between two population censuses the population increases or decreases according to a geometrical progression, i.e. the rate of change (r) is constant. The calculation formula is

Mean age

Mean age of the population is the weighted arithmetic average of the years of age of the persons in life at the reference date of the census.


Age groups, age composition

The data of the age structure of the population were detailed by age-groups on the basis of the age completed till the reference date of the census of the population censuses. In the data processing of the 1990 population census, the individual age-groups cover the following birth cohorts:

The number of females of propagative (childbearing) age contains those aged 15—49 years.


School-age population contains persons born during the period between September 1, 1973 and December 31, 1983.


Children are the persons under 15 years of age, that is those born in 1975 or later.

The age-structure of children was established on the basis of the ages of children living in the household (family). In the case of four or more children, the inclusion in the corresponding group was effectuated on the basis of the age of the three youngest children.

Population in working age is defined as the male population aged 15—59 and the female population aged 15—54. Working age, however, doesn't mean a strict limitation from the legal point of view: over working age, that is males aged 60 or over and females aged 55 or over maybe active earners irrespective of their age and young people below the working age may also be classified as active earners having passed 14 years of age. Therefore, in some tables, these latters were separated from their age group and added to the next (15—19) one.


Marital status

The distribution of the population by marital status was performed according to the legal status having existed at the reference date of the census. Accordingly:


—
never married is the person who has not yet married;


—
married is the person whose legal marriage was not dissolved by a final judgement, whose spouse is alive without regard to whether he/she does or does not live together with his/her spouse,


—
widowed is the person who didn't remarry after the death of his/her legal spouse;


—
divorced is the person whose marriage was dissolved by a final judgement and who did not remarry.


The data of persons living separately without a judgement are included in the data of the married. The marital status of persons cohabiting without legal marital relation (in consensual union) was also established on the basis of the legal status.


Family status

The family status is the relationship or another (economic) relation of the persons living in the family to the husband in the case of a married couple and, to the man in the case of cohabiting partners (consensual union), to the father and, respectively, to the mother in the case of a family consisting of a lone parent with child(ren).


Persons living together with their legal spouse are qualified as husband and wife, respectively.


Cohabiting partners are a man and a woman living together without being legally married, independently of their marital status.


Father or mother is a person who lives with his/her child or children without a spouse or cohabiting partner.


Child is — regardless his/her age and marital status — the offspring (even out of marriage) of a member of the given family with the family status of husband, wife, cohabiting partner and, respectively, father or mother, inclusive of the adopted and foster child. 


Ascendent is the parent, grandparent, great-grandparent, father-in-law, mother-in-law of persons whose family status is husband, wife, cohabiting partner, father or mother, if the ascendent lives in the household without a spouse (cohabiting partner) or a child having no own family.


Other relatives are — except the ascendants — persons being in kinship with the members of the family but forming no separate family.


Non-relatives are persons who live with the family but are not in kinship, but only in some economic relationship with the members of the family (e.g. a child under state care placed at the family, persons having concluded a contract relating to support for life, home helps).


"Other relative" and "non-relative", respectively, is the family status of persons living in a common household, provided there are at least two of them, even in the case if there is no family in the household.


Lone person is who lives alone in a separate household.


Living in institutional household is a person who lives not in a private household but in an institutional household.


Fertility

Fertility means the frequency of childbirths of females aged 15 years and over and, respectively, the number of their liveborn children, inclusive of the children deceased in the meantime, but without the number of adopted or foster children. The population census establishes the fertility of females on the basis of the total number of their children born alive till the reference date of the census. (In the last census a question on male fertility was also included but no processing or publication was carried out on this topic.)


Mother tongue

The mother tongue is the living language which one learns in one's childhood (as one's first language) and in which one generally speaks with the members of one's family and which one, free of all influences and true to reality, declares to be one's mother tongue. The mother tongue of the dumb and of the infants unable to speak is the language in which their next of kin regularly speak.


Nationality 

At the Hungarian population censuses, from the point of view of national group  belonging, every person enumerated is counted, without regard to its mother tongue, as belonging to the national group  to which he/she free of all influences, declared to belong. Both in the grouping by national minority and in the grouping by national minority and in the grouping by mother tongue the Bunyevács and the Sokács — and in the case of the data of 1960 also the Slovenians — figure among the Croats. At the comparison of nationality and mother tongue those of Bunyevác and Sokác mother tongues are to be regarded as identical with those belonging to the Croat national minority.


Language spoken besides one's mother tongue

The living language besides one's mother tongue in which one is capable to understand others and to make himself understood by others. At the population census it was possible to indicate, besides one's mother tongue, the knowledge of further three languages. Accordingly, in the tables showing the knowledge of languages the person enumerated figures as many times as the number of the languages he/she indicated.


Deducting the number of those speaking a language from the number of those speaking that a language besides their mother tongue we receive the number of those whose mother tongue is the respective language. Exceptions are the languages which are shown taken together, by groups. Such is the German language in the case of which, in the course of the data processing, it was also possible to take into account the Lower Saxonian, Swabian, Bavarian etc. languages, dialects as mother tongues and, respectively, as languages spoken besides one's mother tongue. This was also possible — among others — in the case of those speaking the Croatian, Bunyevác and Sokác languages. 


Educational attainment

The educational attainment of the population was established on the basis of the highest educational attainment acquired within the framework of the school system. Those having completed the general school and those with a higher educational level were ranked according to their highest completed grade and qualification, respectively. At present, the following educational institutions belong to the school system:

The ranking within the levels reflects the decreasing level of the institutions. The auxiliary grades, and the grades keeping the pupils occupied and the extension grades of the institutions for the education of handicapped children are of the same value as the corresponding grades of the general school.


The special vocational school is an educational institution established for the secondary training of the handicapped. Those having acquired a certificate here are indicated among those having completed a second-level apprentice school.


The presentation of the data of the educational attainment does not follow the changes in the level of the educational institutions: each person's educational attainment data correspond to the level which the respective institution had when the qualification was obtained.


The data include, without differentiation, the qualifications obtained at day-schools, evening schools and correspondence courses.


The institutions of the former educational systems are included in the groups of the present school types and numbers of grades in the following way:


—
the 1st—8th grades of the elementary (public elementary) school in the 1st—8th grades of the general school,


—
the 1st—4th grades of the higher elementary school in the 5th—8th grades of the general school,


—
the 1st—3rd grades of the secondary school of eight grades in the 5th—7th grades of the general school,


—
the 4th—7th grades of the secondary school of eight grades and the 8th grade without a secondary school leaving examination.


When establishing the highest educational attainment, among the qualifications obtained at an apprentice school, only those obtained in 1961 or later, while among the qualifications received at a sanitary vocational school as well as at a school for shorthand-typing, only those obtained in 1976 or later at day schools were taken into consideration. The qualifications of apprentice school obtained in 1961 or later were shown as qualifications of "second-level apprentice school", the qualifications of vocational school received in 1976 or later as qualifications of a "second-level vocational school". At the 1970 and 1980 population censuses those having completed the regular courses of the above-mentioned types of schools included also persons of more aged generations who had obtained their certificates in the respective institutions in the framework of after-school instruction. The data on qualifications obtained within the framework of school education don't include the qualifications obtained:


—
within the framework of vocational training at courses,


—
within the framework of the post-gradual training of specialists with third-level education (e.g. special examinations, diplomas of specialized engineers, medical specialists, economic specialists),


—
at the Evening University of Marxism-Leninism without having passed a state examination, 


—
at extension schools based on the general school and providing basic industrial or agricultural special knowledge.


The group of persons having completed grade "0" include the number of those who didn't complete even the first grade of the general (elementary) school, without regard to literacy. In the case of the 1960 and earlier population censuses, this column includes also the number of those whose educational attainment is unknown. In the case of the data of the 1930 population census, literate persons without having completed any grade, were included into the category of those with "1—3 grades of general school completed". 


The group of persons having completed the 8th grade of the general school also covers the number of those having completed


—
the 1st—3rd grades of an apprentice school without receiving a certificate of skilled worker, 


—
the 1st—3rd grades of vocational school without having obtained a certificate and without having passed a special examination, vocational qualificative examination.


—
the 1st—3rd grades of secondary school


—
the 4th grade of secondary school without receiving a secondary school leaving certificate (certificate of qualification, leaving certificate of secondary school).


Persons having completed 1—6 years of a third-level school — if they have no diploma — were ranked according to their highest completed educational attainment (in general, a completed secondary school). The qualification of persons having obtained a school-leaving certificate (absolutory) was also ranked in the same way. As completed qualifications are considered:


—
a certificate of skilled worker obtained at an apprentice school;


—
a certificate of vocational school and a special examination, vocational qualificative examination passed at a vocational school;


—
a secondary school-leaving certificate, certificate of qualification received at a secondary school, as well as a school-leaving certificate of secondary school issued between 1974 and 1986;


—
in third-level schools school-leaving certificate and diploma.


All the highest completed qualifications which are based on general, elementary school education, prepare for a secondary school-leaving examination, for obtaining a qualification, for the continuation of studies at a third-level school and entitle to occupy posts requiring second-level education are shown as qualifications of secondary school (e.g. completed grammar school, secondary vocational school, technical school, commercial high-school, secondary school for training teachers, kindergarten teachers, respectively). Besides, here are shown also those who completed an industrial high-school, a high-school for girls etc. At the 1941 population census only the qualifications of grammar schools of eight grades, high-schools for girls, high-schools for modern languages and sciences, girls' colleges, secondary schools for girls, teachers' training schools and commercial secondary schools were considered as qualifications of secondary school.


In the case of the data of the 1960 and earlier population censuses, persons who completed at least the first year of a higher school without having passed secondary school-leaving examinations and without having completed a third-level school, are shown among those who completed secondary school.


So-called specialized matriculation examinations passed between 1949 and 1955, are considered as the highest educational attainment only if the person enumerated completed at least one year at a higher school successfully. 


To the group of third-level schools belong all the institutions which are based on a secondary school-leaving examination (qualificative examination), provide high-level special knowledge and a general culture, where the successful completion of the studies entitles the graduate to pass a state examination and to receive a diploma.


Former population censuses interpreted the concept of the qualification obtained after the completion of a third-level school in a manner different from the present. The 1930 population census considered as persons with third-level education — besides those with diplomas — also those with school-leaving certificates who had completed their studies at higher schools (theological college, military academy, academy of law etc.) which didn't make it possible to obtain a diploma. The 1980 data of persons with completed third-level education include also the number of persons having received school-leaving certificates (absolutory). 


Data which indicate the rates — calculated from the population of respective age — of certain more characteristic qualification levels by adding those of a still higher educational attainment (e.g. the rate of those having completed a secondary school also contain the data of persons having obtained a certificate of a third-level educational institution, a school-leaving certificate) differ from the ranking according to the highest educational attainment.

Attainment not corresponding to his/her age has a person who has completed by one or more grades less than the above indicated.


That person was regarded as attending the general school who 


—
is aged 6—16 years and attends the "regular" courses of the general school including also the private pupils,


—
is dependent aged 14—16 years and attends the working people's general school.


Drop-outs are those of school age who, though their educational attainment corresponds to their age, were not attending school at the reference date of the census and had not completed the 8th grade of the general school and also those whose general-school attainment does not correspond to their age.


Economic activity

In respect of economic activity, the population consists of the following categories: active earners, the unemployed, inactive earners, dependents. 


Active earners are those pursuing a gainful activity, having earnings or incomes, and actually working, respectively, employed or in outworker's relation or members of co-operatives during the week preceding the reference date of the census, i.e. 


—
employees



a)
in economic organizations with a legal entity, i.e. in enterprises, economic companies with a legal entity (limited liability companies, shareholders, etc.), as well as in co-operatives;



b)
in economic organizations without a legal entity (economic co-operatives, unlimited (mercantile) partnerships, companies with civil rights etc, individual ventures);



c)
in budget-, social insurance and other organizations;


—
members of co-operatives;


—
individual entrepreneurs (inclusive the own-account workers and those of liberal professions). 


To the active earners belong also 


—
the helping family members of the non-agricultural self-employed;


—
the seasonal workers, as well as those of the agricultural helping family members who worked at least 90 days in 1989;


—
occasional workers and day-labourers; 


—
regular soldiers and reserve soldiers in service if before their call up they were active earners;


—
persons in prison or in custody if before serving their sentence (before being taken in custody) they worked already.


As economically active are considered also those pensioners who, while pursuing their gainful occupation, are receiving disability or widow's pension and also those pensioners by their own right who work while discontinuing to receive pension.


The category of the unemployed consists of unemployed persons seeking a job and of those seeking their first employment.


An unemployed seeking a job is a person, capable to work, who had already carried on some earning activity but had no work at the reference date of the census and said that he/she wanted to find a job or establish some undertaking, and for this purpose had taken the adequate measures e.g. through an employment agency, personal acquaintance, newspaper advertisement. 
A person seeking first employment is one who, after having finished his/her studies, did not yet pursue any gainful activity but intends to take up a job or to establish some undertaking and for this purpose he/she has taken the adequate measures, e.g. through an employment agency, personal acquaintance, newspaper advertisement. 


The qualification "unemployed seeking a job" is independent of the fact whether the person concerned was or was not on dole. 


Inactive earners are those who are not working as active earners but have revenues or incomes, i.e.


—
the old-age pensioners, disability pensioners, those receiving a widow's pension, rentiers, civil-list pensioners also in the case if they are in employment while receiving pension,


—
those on child-care fee, 


—
those on child-care allowance,


—
other inactive earners who make their living by leasing their land, letting out their house, flat, summer house, have a subtenant or bed-tenant or have an income on the basis of a contract relating to support for life.


Dependents are those who don't belong to any of the above categories, because, in general, they have no incomes or revenues and their subsistence is ensured by a private person or an institution. Such are:


—
children aged 0—5 years who are not taken to creches or kindergartens,


—
children who are taken to creches or kindergartens,


—
children aged 6—14 years who don't go to school,


—
pupils of day-schools (pupils of the general school, secondary schools, secondary– vocational schools, students of colleges, universities even if they receive scholarships and apprentices even if they receive wages of skilled workers),


—
other dependents (the 15 year old and older dependents who don't belong to any of the above groups, e.g. the homemakers, agricultural family helpers if in 1989 they worked less than 90 hours). 


Industry

"Industry" in census tabulations is synonym of "branch of national economy".


At the population census active earners were assigned to the corresponding major division of the economy and, within that, to the corresponding division, major group and group on the basis of their employers (in some cases, on the basis of their working places) according to the Hungarian Standard Industrial Classification in force at the time of the census. (From January 1, 1992 a new classification is in force.) 


The most detailed breakdown, i.e. the complete list of "divisions" within the major divisions of the economy is contained in Table 2.5 of the volume "Occupational data" of the census series. Other tables contain less detailed industrial titles, while in the same tables, within the major divisions of the economy "Mining, manufacturing" and "Agriculture and forestry" there is a further breakdown by major groups (and also by groups) and, besides that, the major group and, respectively, the group "agricultural production" is divided also into state-owned, cooperative and other agricultures.


Of the major divisions of the economy, mining and manufacturing, construction, agriculture and forestry, transport, post and telecommunication, trade, water works and supply and other material activities are included in the material major divisions, while personal and economic services, health, social and cultural services as well as community, administrative and other services form the group of non-material major divisions. 


The assignment to the individual major divisions, divisions, major groups and groups of the national economy was performed in the following way:


a)
The employees and the members of co-operatives representing the majority of active earners were included — irrespective of their individual occupations — in the group, and then corresponding to that, in the major group, division and major division to which the employing enterprise, co-operative, institution etc. belonged, on the basis of its main activity, according to the Hungarian Standard Industrial Classification.



In some cases, e.g. in the case of those employed in public administration, health, educational etc. institutions, the assignment to the division was not decided upon by the employer but according to the working place. (E.g. if the physicians' employer was the local council, and their working place was a hospital or out-patient clinic, they were included in the respective division on the basis of the latter.)


b)
The own-account workers and those of the liberal professions were assigned on the basis of their individual occupation (e.g. an own-account bricklayer and a self-employed merchant were included in construction and trade respectively, and after that in the corresponding group and sub-group).


c)
Unpaid helping family members — except those helping on auxiliary farm plots — were included in the same group as the person whom they helped. Unpaid helping family members working on the auxiliary farm plots belong to the major group and also to the group "Agricultural production". In tables containing a breakdown of agriculture by state, co-operative and other sectors, the assignment of agricultural family helpers within the major group "agricultural production" is the following:



—
helping family members of workers of co-operative farms belong to those working in agricultural co-operatives, 



—
unpaid helping family members on auxiliary farm plots as well as those of own-account agricultural workers belong to "other agriculture".


d)
The industrial assignment of persons who cannot be placed in the Hungarian Standard Industrial Classification is the following:



—
agricultural day labourers belong to the major group "Agricultural services";



—
employees of foreign employers working in Hungary, Hungarians working abroad, occasional workers, day labourers (except agricultural day labourers) are all included in the major division "Community, administrative and other services" or, in the case of a breakdown by divisions, in the category of "Other workers not classifiable by industry". 


Status in employment

Active earners are grouped by status in employment on the basis of their legally determined relationship to their employer and to the capital equipment, respectively, in the following way:


—
employees


—
members of co-operatives


—
own-account workers, those of liberal professions


—
unpaid helping family members.


Employees are those who are in labour relations and receive wages, salaries for their work. 


Members of co-operatives are in membership relation to the employing co-operative and this relationship obliges them to work or — if there is no such obligation — they work in the co-operative on the basis of a separate labour contract.


Own-account workers, persons of liberal professions are individual farmers, own-account artisans, retail traders, hauliers etc. working on the basis of a licence as well the non-manual workers pursuing an independent gainful occupation without being in labour relation, membership relation with a co-operative or in outworker's legal relation. Here belong also members of the economic working collectives established by private persons - lawyers' co-operatives, co-operatives of driving instructors, creative communities, managers of units operating on contractual basis as well as the tenants of industrial, trading etc. units.


Unpaid helping family members are those who, without labour relationship, co-operative membership relations and without a licence for operation,


—
participate regularly, without pay, in the individual or collective undertaking activities of own-account workers, or 


—
worked, in 1989, at least 90 days on the household farm plot or in the collective farm, independent agricultural farm of a worker of an agricultural co-operative as well as on the auxiliary farm plot of a person of any occupation.


Of unpaid helping family members


—
in the tables, those of the workers of agricultural co-operatives, in the absence of special indication, are included among the members of co-operatives but mostly separately, 


—
unpaid helping family members of the own-account workers as well as family members helping on auxiliary farm plots are included in some tables — without being singled out — in the category "own-account workers, unpaid helping family members",


—
in the tables containing also a breakdown by various staff groups and positions in work all helping family members are shown together.


Type of activity

The type of activity is the basic grouping of occupations, scopes of work which differentiates between the


—
manual and the


—
non-manual

activities. 


Staff group, position in work

The considerations taken into account when assigning the employees and the members of co-operatives to staff groups are different depending on the character of their activity. 


The staff groups (basic staff groups) of those of manual occupation by the degree of qualification of their activity and their assignment by the employer to wage categories are the following:


Skilled workers are those who have a qualification corresponding to their occupation as well as those who have no documented qualification but obtained the qualification of skilled worker by long practice and on this basis their employer assigned them to the wage category of skilled workers, and also those having declared themselves to be skilled workers. 


Semi-skilled workers are those who have no qualification in their profession, in general they pursue the same occupation as the skilled workers after they have been trained and their employer assigned them to the wage category of semi-skilled workers, and also those having declared themselves to be semi-skilled workers. 


Unskilled workers (labourers) are those who are employed to perform tasks requiring no qualification or training, receive the wages of unskilled workers and declared themselves to be unskilled workers. 


In the case of those of non-manual occupations, the three categories of position (assignment) in work formed by contracting the detailed staff groups according to the Hungarian Standard Classification of Occupations, express the place of the workers in the system of the division of labour. The main aspect of the delimitation was the character of the main task in the given scope of work (leading, managing activity, independent work in a special field, coping with problems on their merits or settling current affairs-administrative activity). The categories of the position in work are the following:


Chiefs and managers are those who perform tasks related to general and professional direction, management in enterprises, co-operatives, offices, institutes, central and local public administration institutions, party and social organizations, health, educational and cultural institutions. E.g. to this category belong the ministers, under-secretaries of state, general directors, presidents, chief accountants, chief engineers, heads of departments, heads of sections and their deputies as well as leaders of factory sections, production branches, heads of agricultural farms, heads of agricultural colonies, forestry managers, works managers, foremen of construction works, site architects, foremen, workshop managers, those directing the movements on the spot in transport, post and telecommunication, heads of wholesale establishments, depots, local offices, chief storekeepers, heads of shops with three or more workers, of catering and service units and their deputies. Group leaders do not belong to this category but to that of the subordinated professionals. 


Subordinate professionals are persons settling affairs on their merits, specialized employees, specialized workers employed in scopes of work related to technics, public administration, jurisprudence, business, transport, post, telecommunication, trade, health, education, culture, accounting, banking and finances. 


Subordinate office workers are those who perform general, mainly administrative tasks in accounting, finances and management.


The most detailed breakdown of the employees and members of co-operatives by staff groups and assignment in work used in the tables, combined with the character of activity is as follows:

Occupation

The grouping system of the occupations is based essentially on the nomenclature of the Hungarian Standard Classification of Occupations (HSCO) in force at the census day. Since, a modernized version has been enforced containing a new list of occupations. The basic principles and the methodology of comparison of the former classification and the new nomenclature are contained in printed publications of the Statistical Office on the "HSCO-93" (Hungarian Standard Classification of Occupations) and "Modifications and supplements to HSCO-93", issued in 1992 and 1994, respectively. (HSCO-93 has also been published in English, in 1995.)


The basic grouping in the old system consists of the separation of manual and non-manual occupations.


The major groups of occupations are groups formed within the manual and, respectively, non-manual activities, in which the manual and the non-manual occupations are together or separated, primarily by their industrial character and, respectively, by the so-called type of work. 


Major groups of manual occupations are the following:



Mining and manufacturing-related



Construction-related 



Agricultural



Transport, post and telecommunication-related



Trade and hostelry-related



Water works and supply, health and services-related



Material conveyer operators, freight handlers 



Other manual occupations


The major groups of non-manual occupations are the following:



Technical



Public administration, jurisdiction, economy, transport and trade-related (in shorter 


form: "Administrative, economic")



Health and culture-related



Accounting, banking-related, financial and other non-manual


Individual occupation is the regular activity pursued by the active earner at the reference date of the census which is his/her main source of livelihood. Persons were included in one of the groups, then major groups of individual occupations by the character of their declared occupation, in general independently of their educational attainment, position in work or employer.


With respect to the major groups of occupations of HSCO there is some departure in our classification, i.e. the major group "Agricultural manual occupations" contains agricultural unskilled workers and day-labourers (occasional workers), too, leaving them out from their original classification in the major group "Other manual occupations".


The classification by industry and other occupational characteristics of persons on childcare fee or allowance, having only temporarily interrupted working, was made according to their activity preceding the childcare fee or allowance, in the same way as was done in the case of active earners.


Place of work of active earners

The data on commuting are processed by the 1990 population census in a manner different from that of the earlier population censuses. Earlier population censuses included persons having also a temporary residence in the resident population of the locality of their temporary residence in all cases e.g. in the tables on commuting. Accordingly as daily commuters are regarded:


—
those active earners who have no provisional residence if their permanent residence was not in the settlement they worked and


—
those active earners who have also a provisional residence if their provisional residence was not in the settlement they worked.


In order to approach the real situation at the present data processing, independently from the manner of registration, that residence of the active earners is regarded as their actual residence from where they go to work daily. In the commuting-related tables all those, who have a temporary residence in a settlement other than that of their permanent residence but go to work from their permanent residence, are counted at their permanent residence.


Working place is the administrative (rural, urban) area where the active earner enumerated works, independently of where he/she lives. 


Actual place of residence is the administrative (rural, urban) area from where the active earner enumerated goes to work every day, independently of the registration of his/her address being permanent or temporary. 


A daily commuter is the active earner who goes every day to work from his/her actual place of residence to his/her working place to an other urban or rural area. 


An active earner living on the spot is one who lives actually (either with a permanent or with a temporary registration) in the respective area, independently of where his/her working place is.


An active earner working in the place of his/her residence is one whose actual place of residence and working place are in the same urban or rural area. 


An active earner working on the spot is one whose working place is in the respective locality, independently of whether he/she lives inside or outside its administrative boundaries.


An out-going active earner is one whose working place (where he/she goes actually to work) is not in the same locality as his/her actual residence. From the point of view of the area of the working place he/she is an in-coming active earner. 


Active earners out-going (in-coming) within a county are those whose actual place of residence and the locality of their working place are in the same county but in different localities. 


Active earners out-going to (in-coming from) other counties are those who go out or come in, to work to, respectively, from localities outside the respective county. Out-going (in-coming) to (from) another county is limited to the counties around the capital or a specific county as well as to the distant counties bordering on them.


Socio-occupational group and composition

In the course of the preparation of the classification system for the investigation on the social stratification at the time of the 1990 population census, one of the basic aspects to be taken into account consisted in the informations provided by the census programme, and the other was to ensure retrospective comparability. In view of these aspects, the classification of persons, and so that of active earners, according to socio–occupational groups, was done on the basis of an abridged classification, the categories of the so–called basic socio–occupational groups and a detailed classification of socio–occupational groups, of which the latter means the further breakdown of the more aggregated first one.


In the classification by basic socio–occupational groups, the main characteristic to be taken into consideration was the manual or non–manual type of activity; in the first one the agricultural and non–agricultural activities were to be specified, while in the second one the classification was based on the highest educational attainment separating those with third–level education and those with lower qualifications.


The basic classification so includes four categories: 


—
The category of non–agricultural manual workers includes all those employees, members of co–operatives, own–account workers and their helping family members who, irrespective of their industrial classification, carry out mining, manufacturing, construction, transport, post and telecommunication, trade, health or other services–related activities, or are engaged as non–agricultural unskilled workers;


—
To the basic category of agricultural manual workers belong all the employees, members of co–operatives, own–account workers and helping family members carrying out any kind of agriculture–related manual occupation, irrespective of whether the employer is or is not to be classified to agriculture and forestry or to another industry; this category also includes agricultural unskilled workers.


—
The basic category of non-manual workers with third-level educational attainment includes all employees, members of co-operatives, own-account workers and helping family members carrying out non-manual (intellectual) activities and having acquired a diploma issued in the framework of the regular school system by a university, college, academy, third-level technical or vocational school, higher level institutes for kindergarten and primary school teaching professionals. The final examination certificate (absolutory) is also to be counted for third-level attainment in the case when the regulation of the given educational institution had not allow for acquiring a diploma.


—
The basic category of non-manual workers with secondary-level or lower educational attainment includes persons of non-manual occupation and excluded from the previous group.


The more detailed breakdown of the four basic categories is mainly done on the basis of the status in employment and, further, of the staff group or — in the case of non-manual workers — the position in work reflecting the level of qualification required for the given activity. Accordingly, the strata in the classification by socio-occupational groups is the following:

The classification of active earners by socio–occupational groups was done according to their main occupation.


The classification of households and families by socio–occupational groups was based on the basic socio–occupational categories or on their combination of the active earners living in the household and, respectively, in the family. In the relevant classification the socio–occupational status of all household (family) members was taken into account. However, in this respect, the socio–occupational classification of the household (family) did not reckon with helping family members, irrespective of their economic activity status. The tables contain the following two major groups:


—
"households (families) with active earner(s)", where there is at least one active earner  but there may also live inactive earner(s) and/or unemployed person(s) with them ;


—
"households (families) with active earner(s) only", where there are neither inactive earners nor unemployed persons besides the active earner(s) in the household (family).

Both categories may include dependents (and helping family members) in the households (families), too.


Both the households (families) with active earner(s) and those with active earner(s) only, may furthermore be classified, according to their socio–occupational composition, into two main groups, namely those of the homogeneous and heterogeneous household (family) composition. Households and families are of homogeneous composition if their active earner members belong — with respect to their basic socio–occupational categories — to the same stratum. Households and families are of heterogeneous composition if their active earner members belong — with respect to their basic socio–occupational categories — to different strata. In the case of heterogeneous households (families) a further classification is based on whether there are among the active earner members own–account workers or persons of liberal profession and, if yes, whether there are exclusively such active earners in the household (family). This classification allows for the presentation of clearer categories.


Household

The household is the circle of persons living together in a common dwelling or in one of its parts, bear together partly or completely the costs of living and, as usual, take their meals together on one or several days of the week. Persons living in the same dwelling but on the basis of independent tenures are not considered as persons living in the same household even if the above conditions are fulfilled. Consequently, the owner or the tenant (partner tenant) does not form a common household with his/her subtenant, bed-tenant. Co-tenants can't form a common household either. 


If the household consists of one family, the family and the household are practically identical, this is a one-family household. If several families manage a common household, this is a multi-family household. The one-family household differs from the family insofar as the number of the family members does not contain relatives and/or non-relatives living together with the family, while the number of the household members does. In the case of households consisting of two or more families, the number of the household members contains, beside the number of the members of families forming the household, also the number of relatives and/or non-relatives living with the families but forming no separate family. 


One- and multi-family households form the family households.


Non-family households are the following:


—
one-person household, i.e. the household of a lone person,


—
household of other compositions in which relatives and/or non-relatives who form no family, live; such are:


—
relatives (e.g. brothers and sisters, a father or mother living alone with his/her married or formerly married child, one grandparent with his/her grandchild of any marital status) living together but forming no family,


—
household of non-relatives (e.g. of friends), 


—
household consisting of relatives forming no family and of non-relative(s) living with them (e.g. two siblings with their friend).


Persons living in households (in families)

The processing of the data of households and of families was performed on the basis of the resident population. Thus, in the case of the processing by resident population, the number of those living in households and in families, respectively, does not contain those household- and family members, who were registered permanently in the dwelling at the reference date of the census but, at the same time, they were registered temporarily in some other dwelling of another urban or rural area, or in the same area. 


Economic activity composition of households (families)

In the case of the tables where the households (families) are taken into account by the number of active earners living in them, the evaluation of the data has to take into consideration the following: 


—
in the columns by the number of active earners all households (families) are shown where active earners live in adequate number, independently of whether unemployed, inactive earners or dependents are living with them too;


—
the column "without active earners, with unemployed" contains all the households (families) without active earners but with unemployed, besides there may also be inactive earners and dependents;


—
in the column "without active earners, only with inactive earners" those households (families) are shown in which there are neither active earners, nor unemployed, but there may be inactive earners and also dependents;


—
in the category "without active earners, only with dependents" those households (families) are shown in which there are only dependents. 


Head of household

In the case of one-family households, the head of household is the same person as the head of family. In the case of multi-family households:


—
among heads of family with different economic activity status, the active earner should be designated; if there is no active earner, the inactive earner should be designated; if there is no earner, but there is an unemployed seeking job, this person should be designated as head of household;


—
among several heads of family with the same economic activity status, the male should be designated; if there are several male heads of family or if there are only female heads of family, the elder (eldest) one should be designated as head of household.


In the case of non-family households, the head of household should be designated according to the principles described above. The lone person should also be considered as head of household.


Tenure status of the household in the dwelling

Households including the owner or the beneficial owner of the dwelling, live by owner's tenure.


As relative of the owner of the dwelling lives the household in which the owner (beneficial owner) of the dwelling does not live there but at least one member of the household is a relative (e.g. child, grandchild, brother, sister, parent) of the owner and uses the dwelling without paying a rent.


By tenant's tenure lives the household if it has a member who rents the whole dwelling with all its places from a state body, co-operative or private person for exclusive use or receives it, as a benefit related to the scope of his/her work (employment-related dwellings) and pays a rent. 


By the tenure of the tenant's relative lives the household in the dwelling when the tenant of the dwelling does not live there but at least one member of the household is a relative of the tenant.


By the tenure of co-tenant lives the household which uses the dwelling – on the basis of an allocation received from the housing authority – jointly with two or more households but as an independent tenant. The co-tenants use their own rooms exclusively and the other places jointly in proportion to their respective shares in the tenancy.


By sub-tenant's tenure live the households which rent at least one room exclusively in the owner's, tenant's etc. dwelling.


The tenure of the dwelling of the household is bed-tenancy if the household uses no separate place, but only a bed, exclusively in the dwelling. 


By other tenure live those households whose tenure of dwelling cannot be assigned to any of the above definitions (e.g. user of dwelling by favour, without legal tenure, supporter for dwelling).


Family

The family is the smallest circle of persons living together as spouses or cohabiting partners or kins. The family may consist of persons living together as spouses or cohabiting partners without a child or with never-married child(ren), as well as of a parent living without a spouse or cohabiting partner with never married child(ren) (so-called family of "one parent with child" type.) A foster parent is also considered as a parent. 


A child living in a family is a person whose marital status is never-married "child", irrespective of his/her age. The number of children includes adopted and foster children as well as children born out of the marriage but does not include the children in state care placed at the families.


Family composition

The family composition is the grouping of the families according to the following:


—
a married couple without child or with never-married child(ren),


—
a consensual union without child or with never-married child(ren), 


—
a parent (father or mother) living without a spouse or cohabiting partner, with never-married child(ren).


Head of family

The head of family, irrespective of his/her economic activity, is always the husband or the male cohabiting partner in the case of a married couple or consensual union, and the parent (father or mother) in the case of a lone parent with child(ren) family.


Housing unit

The housing unit is a room or group of rooms (places) built or transformed for dwelling, independently of occupancy as well as a room or group of rooms (places) built for other purposes but used as a dwelling at the reference date of the census. The concept of the housing unit includes:


—
dwellings (its concept see further);


—
other occupied housing units, which may be:



—
places related to economic activities (store-room, press-house, stable etc, as well as within the residential buildings a workshop, laundry, shop, garage etc.) in which at least one person lived at the reference date of the census without a technical-architectural transformation; 




(The differentiation of other occupied housing units within the residential buildings was possible only in the course of the sample survey and, consequently, in the basic program such housing units were regarded as dwellings.)



—
occupied places of a temporary, mobile or other establishment (hut, hovel, barrack, shanty, house on wheels, car-body, wagon, barge, cavern etc.);


—
institutional households which serve for the collective accommodation or accommodation and board for at least five persons (infants' or children's homes, students' halls, ,workers' hostels, social homes, hotels, holiday homes, home-houses, hospitals etc.).


The enumeration of institutional households was not complete because the census was taken only there where the residents' addresses were — permanently or provisionally — registered. As a result, for example, hotels, rest-houses and hospitals, were, generally not enumerated.


The data of the occupied other housing units and institutional households are not included in the housing data. This accounts for the difference between the data of the resident population of the dwellings on the one hand, and the data of the resident population shown in other volumes, on the other.


Dwelling

The dwelling is a unit of places and rooms of specified functions (living rooms, cooking places, sanitary places etc.), generally connected with each other technically (architecturally), built originally for human accommodation, stay (home) or transformed into dwelling and also suitable for living at present, which has a separate entrance from a public place, courtyard or from a collectively used place inside the building (staircase, corridor etc.). 


Besides, the strict concept of housing requires the possibility of assigning the respective group of places to a comfort level. Consequently, so-called temporary accommodations and other lodgings (see the levels of comfort in detail) which cannot be assigned to any category of comfort, don't belong to the housing stock. Since the data publications of the earlier population censuses left this reservation out of consideration, in order to assure comparability, all housing data in the volume refer to the totality of dwellings, temporary accommodations and other lodgings. The data of the temporary accommodations and other lodgings can be shown separately only in the tables containing also a detailed distribution by comfort levels. 


The housing units of home-houses (pensioners, room-tenants', young married couples' houses) are considered as dwellings if their inhabitants have a separate private household. 
Dwellings built for living but used only as offices, shops etc. or only for rest (week-end rest) at the reference date of the census, don't belong to the scope of the enumeration.


The group of technically (architecturally) adjoining places, connected with inner passages, were considered at the enumeration as one dwelling also in cases when the passages of one or several places were blocked temporarily but not walled (e.g. in cases of co-tenancy). A mostly separate place, building — e.g. the summer kitchen of detached family houses — built as a part of the dwelling was considered as part of the dwelling if it was used by the household living in the main building. However, a summer kitchen let to a subtenant, i.e. used by an outside household, forms a separate housing unit. The respective data are shown among those of the temporary accommodations or of other lodgings. If the originally connected places were separated (partitioned) technically in order to establish a separate dwelling, the formerly one dwelling had to be enumerated as dwellings in a number corresponding to the state of affairs after the partition. Two or more formerly separate dwellings connected technically (e.g. with inner doors) form only one dwelling. 


The technical (architectural) definition of the concept "one dwelling" accepted also in the international statistical practice, was first used in the 1960 census, therefore the 1949 dwelling data according to the present concept are presented in a footnote. As the reprocessing of the detailed data was not possible, the housing data of 1949 correspond to the concepts of that date.


An occupied dwelling and an occupied other housing unit, respectively, is one which had at least one inhabitant registered with a permanent or temporary character at the reference date of the census. (The occupied holiday house and summer house is considered as a dwelling.)


The data of occupied dwellings refer to the resident population, consequently, in certain tables also data series "Dwelling without resident population" or "with 0 occupant" are indicated. Dwellings included in this group have only permanently registered inhabitants who are also registered temporarily in some other dwelling and, for this reason, the data of such persons are included in the data of their other — temporary — places of residence. 


Non-occupied (vacant) dwellings had neither permanent, nor temporary registered occupants at the reference date of the census. Such are e.g. dwellings technically given over to the user already but waiting for being occupied or dwellings not let on lease and vacant temporarily or used only seasonally (detached farmsteads). 


Places of the dwelling

Rooms are places provided with direct natural light and ventilation (with doors, windows), of a floor-space of at least 4 m˛, serving for sleeping or living during the day (bedroom, children's room, dining-room etc.). The hall and the eating-place having also a window, as well as the places of room character used as consultation rooms, waiting-rooms, offices etc. also figure among the rooms.


The living-room is a room of a floor-space over 12 m˛.


The half-room is a room of a floor-space which is over 6 m˛ but not more than 12 m˛. 


The small room is a room of a floor-space which is of at least 4 m˛ but not more than 6 m˛.


The bed-recess (alcove) and the eating-recess adjoining the room by an opening in the wall without a door, are not considered as separate rooms or places. Their floor-space is included in the floor-space of the adjoining room.


Kitchens are places established and used for cooking (maybe, for eating), of a floor-space of at least 4 m˛, in general provided with direct, natural light and ventilation (with window, door). The eating recess adjoining the kitchen mostly without a door is not considered as a separate place. Its floor-space increases that of the kitchen.


Kitchenettes are places of a floor-space under 4 m˛, built and used for cooking. (To this group belong also the tea-kitchenette, and the cooking cupboard.) 


The census publications, in general, contain the aggregated number of kitchens and kitchenettes, under the name of cooking places. 

When assigning the rooms and the places for cooking by floor-space the floor-space of built-in wardrobes or cupboards was included into the floor-space of the respective room or place.


Bathrooms (shower-stall, wash-basin alcove) are places used for washing in the dwelling. (Generally they have a water conduit, sewage disposal and equipment for washing, but it is not the public utilities and facilities which matter but the use of the place.)


Size (number of rooms) of the dwelling

The grouping by the total number of rooms is based on the total number of rooms, half-rooms and small rooms. Therefore, in this grouping, e.g. a dwelling consisting of one room and two half-rooms (or small rooms) is a three-room dwelling. The title of the tables mentions the grouping of this type as "number of rooms". In certain tables, grouping by the number of rooms is completed also with the kitchen. In this case, in the title, the "size group of dwelling" is indicated. 


The grouping by contracted number of rooms takes into consideration also the floor-space of the places and assigns several small rooms as half-room(s) and several half-rooms as room(s). This means that pairs of small rooms with floor-spaces of 4—6 m˛ and, respectively, the remaining odd numbered small rooms are regarded as half-rooms. Similarly, two of the half-rooms with a floor-space of 7—12 m˛ constitute one room. (So for example, according to this classification a dwelling of one room + two half-rooms is a two-room dwelling or, when contracted, one room + one half-room + two small rooms also represent two rooms.)


The tables presenting the grouping of half-rooms contain, in general, also an aggregated ranking without half-room. In this case, dwellings consisting of one room and a half were indicated among the two-room dwellings, and those consisting of two rooms and a half among the three-room dwellings. The differences produced by the aggregated ranking — because of the aggregation of several half-rooms (small rooms) — is smaller than that in the data by the total number of rooms. If the data series "of 1, 2, 3—X rooms" and "of 1, 2, 3, 4—X rooms" result from such aggregations, this is pointed out in the title of the table as "contracted number of rooms".


(In the titles of the tables presenting the above groupings "number of rooms" was indicated. At the earlier population censuses such data were presented as "size group of dwelling". The change doesn't mean any difference in the content.)


Type of ownership

The character of ownership refers to the whole dwelling independently of the tenure by which the inhabitants live in the dwelling.


Dwellings in personal ownership:

—
the dwelling was marked "in a building of detached family house" type, if it was in a residential house of 1—3 dwellings or on a separate ground-plot; here belong also the dwellings in group houses (twin houses, residential lines, chain-houses, atrium-houses);


—
a dwelling in a condominium and, respectively, a freehold flat is such which is in a building in joint ownership, containing 4 or more flats, also in the case if there is no document regarding the foundation of the condominium (here belong also those former tenement dwellings in buildings of mixed ownership, in some cases only one in a building, which were purchased by the inhabitants);


—
a dwelling of a housing co-operative is one in a house of a housing co-operative being in the ownership of the citizens. 


Dwelling in state ownership:


—
tenement dwelling of the local council is a dwelling in state ownership managed and rented out by the local housing authorities; 


—
other communal tenement dwelling, official quarters are not in the ownership of the housing authorities but of some other state body (institution, office, enterprise etc.) and serve exclusively for the placement of persons related by employment with, or performing service in, the body.


Dwelling in co-operative ownership is in the ownership of farming, industrial etc. producing entity and the character of a co-operative.


Dwellings in other ownership are in the ownership of religious denominations and foreign legal entities.


Since the 1990 census, the expression "personal property" was replaced by the term "private property" in the current use. However, taking into consideration the concepts used at that time, we preferred not to change them in our census publications. The same holds true for the then "local council-owned" tenement dwellings, too, which are presently in the ownership of local self-governments. The concept "other communal tenement dwelling", on the contrary, was changed in some tabulations of the thematic volume on "Housing data" into the expression "in the property of an enterprise or institution" reflecting more accurately the real situation.


Dwellings in state, co-operative and other property were, in some cases, aggregated into a unified category, in order to point out the contrast with respect to the dwellings in personal property. Inside this item, the data of local council-owned tenement dwellings were presented separately, while the others constituted an aggregated category of "other dwellings".


Tenure of the dwelling

The classification by tenure of the dwelling refers to the tenure status of the first household living there. (The definitions are to be found in the paragraph "Tenure status of the household in the dwelling.) 


In some tables on dwellings there are also data with the heading (or lateral text) "sub-tenancy, bed-tenancy". These do not mean the category of the dwelling as a whole, but refer to the fact that, among the households living in that dwelling, there is at least one with this tenure status. 


Year of construction

In the case of newly built or entirely rebuilt dwellings or those established by dwelling-division, the year of construction is the year in which the licence for their use was issued. In the case there is no such licence (the dwelling was built very long ago or was occupied without licence), the year of construction is the year in which the first inhabitant moved into the dwelling. (The year of reconstruction or renewals cannot be regarded as the year of the construction of the dwelling.)


Level of comforts

By level of comforts the dwellings were grouped in two ways. The more simple and more aggregated grouping, taking into consideration only the availability of a bath-room (wash-basin alcove) and of a flush toilet inside the dwelling, assures comparability with the 1980 and earlier data. In this grouping, dwellings with all modern comforts do not yet form a separate category but are indicated among those with comforts.


The simplified levels of comforts are the following:


—
a dwelling with comforts is one which has a bathroom (wash-basin alcove) and also a flush toilet;


—
a dwelling with half-comfort is one which has either a bathroom (wash-basin alcove) or a flush toilet;


—
a dwelling without comforts is one which has neither bathroom (wash-basin alcove) nor flush toilet. (Temporary accommodations and other lodgings, e.g. dwellings consisting of a single place, also belong to this group.)


The 1990 data are published already in a detailed breakdown by levels of comforts. This grouping differs from the prescriptions of the housing and public construction authorities only in its leaving out of consideration the thickness of the outer walls (the questionnaire of the survey did not contain question in this regard), the possible underground-level situation of the dwelling and also the impact of co-tenancy reducing the comforts. At the same time, in order to satisfy also international data demands, as so-called other dwellings are registered also those dwellings with only a small room (of a floor-space of 4—6 m˛) which cannot be considered even as temporary accommodations. (In the course of the survey dwellings consisting of only one place had to be registered  together with the rooms of corresponding sizes and, consequently, these dwellings figure among the one-room dwellings.)


The detailed levels of comforts are the following:


A dwelling with all modern comforts is one which has at least


—
a living-room of a floor-space over 12 m˛, a place for cooking, a bathroom and a flush toilet (in the bathroom or separately), 


—
public utilities (electricity and water-conduit, sewage disposal), 


—
hot water (district-, block- or separate central hot water supply or from electric or gas boiler or bath-stove), and


—
central heating (district, block, individual central or separate central heating for one dwelling).


A dwelling with comforts has at least


—
a living-room of a floor-space over 12 m˛, a place for cooking, a bathroom (wash-basin alcove) and a flush toilet, 


—
is supplied with electricity, piped water, sewage disposal, hot water supply and


—
individual heating (gas heating, stove heating with solid fuel or oil, electric heater).


A dwelling with half-comfort has at least


—
a living-room of a floor-space over 12 m˛ and a place for cooking and a bathroom (wash-basin alcove) or flush-toilet,


—
is supplied with electricity and water supply and


—
with individual heating.


A dwelling without comforts has at least


—
a living-room of a floor-space over 12 m˛ and a place for cooking and a flush toilet (latrine) outside the dwelling,


—
individual heating,


—
available water.


A temporary (emergency) accommodation cannot be assigned to any of the above levels of comfort but has at least one place


—
of a floor-space over 6 m˛,


—
with a glazed window or a door, 


—
which can be heated 


—
where the use of a flush toilet (latrine) and water are available. 


Other lodgings are places, group of places used as dwellings which do not even meet the demands set up with regard to a temporary accommodation and which, if consisting of a single place, have a floor-space of at least 4 m˛, and if consisting of several places, of which one being used also as a room, the floor-space of the latter is at least 4 m˛ and not more than 6 m˛. The assignment of these lodgings is not affected by the existing facilities and by the other things they are provided with. 


Equipment (availability of facilities)

A dwelling supplied with piped water from watermains is one in which water is obtained through a tap, installed in one of the places of the dwelling, of water pipes (of public utility, respectively, of public utility type) connected with the network of the waterworks. 


Water supply from a watermains is also possible outside the dwelling. In such cases the tap is not situated inside the dwelling but elsewhere in the building containing the dwelling or on the groundplot (courtyard) or on the street.


A dwelling has a domestic water system if the water pipe leads the water of the well, which is generally on the ground-plot, courtyard belonging to the building, to the tap in the dwelling. 


Other type of water supply means that water is available from a well or fountain or other source in the courtyard or outside the building.


A dwelling is supplied with hot water if it receives the hot running water necessary for washing and other household uses from a long-distance transmission pipe, a central boiler or from any individual (local) water heater. 


A dwelling is supplied with piped gas if it gets the gas from the municipal gas system, natural gas piper or from a local (e.g. factory) system of gas pipes.


A dwelling is supplied with cylinder gas if its inhabitants use propane-butane gas (PB) filled in cylinder for the household. 


A dwelling is supplied with community sewage if it is connected with the sewage system of public utility, respectively, of public utility type. 


A dwelling is supplied with domestic sewage if the sewage water is led through an underground drain pipe to a closed sewage storage tank, to a desiccator (drain tank) on the groundplot of the building or to some other place.


A dwelling is supplied with a flush toilet if, either in a separate place or in the bathroom inside the dwelling, it has a flush toilet connected with the community or domestic canal.


(Facilities include also electric current supply. The census publications, however, do not contain data in this regard since in the course of the data collection, 100 percent of the dwellings were supposed to be supplied with electricity.)


Heating

The dwellings can have either central heating or separate heating of the places.


The different kinds of central heating are:


—
district-, block heating: several dwellings of several buildings (residential quarters) receive the heat necessary for heating from a thermal station, heating works or from a natural thermal spring;


—
separate boiler heating of the building: several dwellings of one building receive the heat for heating from a boiler which is in the building or is in direct connection with the building;


—
separate central heating for one dwelling: the supply of heat for the places of one dwelling (one floor) or only of a building with one dwelling (detached family house) from one heating place.


The separate heating of places (individual local heating) is the heating of the places of the dwelling by stove, convector etc. (The number of dwellings with separate heating of places includes dwellings "without possibility of heating", too, as, according to the 100 per cent availability of electric supply, in these cases at least an electric heating can be supposed.)


Inhabitants (occupants) of the dwelling 

The data of the occupants of the dwellings refer to the present population in the 1949 and former data and to the resident population in the 1960 and later census data. 


Some tables contain dwelling data combined with selected personal characteristics (e.g. economic activity, socio-occupational group), too. In these cases the classification of the dwelling complied with the relevant category of the head of the household living there or, in the event of several households, with that of the head of the first household. Thus, the other occupants had no impact on these data. 


Building

The concept of the building includes residential houses and also such other buildings in which, though they were not constructed for dwelling purposes, there is at least one dwelling or one inhabited other housing unit. By destination (character) the building may be:


—
a residential building (for its concept see further);


—
an inhabited other building which is a public building (for example, a school, a council building), an operational building (for example, an office block, a commercial house, a factory building);


—
an institutional building which is a building for institutional households (students' hostels, workers' hostels, social homes etc.) (the volume contains the number of only those institutional buildings in which at least one dwelling or one inhabited other housing unit was registered in the census);


—
an inhabited other housing unit which is an inhabited management-related structure or an inhabited provisional, mobile or other object.


Residential building

Residential building is one in which there are, exclusively or overwhelmingly, dwellings. Here belong the privately owned resort houses, home-houses inhabited by private households as well as residential buildings which are not used as permanent dwelling places but only as living quarters at the time of working (for example, empty farmstead-houses).


As one building was regarded in the census the residential house with an independent (bearing and roof) structure the outside.


As separate buildings were regarded the sections of ribbon-houses which are built together and multi-sectoral (with several entrances and staircases) is they are not regularly connected by inner passage-ways. (In this sense, the  fire-protection passage and the assembly-floor are not regarded as passage-ways.) Thus, in general, the staircases with separate house-numbers or letter-signs of the ribbon-houses in housing settlements were counted as separate buildings.


Independently of their being built together, as separate buildings are regarded the units with separate entrances of duplex houses, row houses (chain-houses, atrium houses etc.) as well as the residential houses of housing block if they are separated by partition-walls.


Height of the building

The height of the buildings (the number of floors) is determined by that of the housing units in them which is situated at the highest.


Size of the building (number of dwellings)

This classification is based on the joint number of dwellings (occupied and vacant) in the building.


Type of ownership of the building

The type of ownership of the building is determined by that of the dwellings in the building, according to the majority principle. In the event of equal numbers of occurrence, the building was provided with the lowest code number (according to an increasing series from the "detached family house" to the "other type of ownership"). Exception was made in the case of buildings containing both local council-owned tenement dwellings and any kind of personal property: these buildings were classified as mixed property.


Year of construction of the building

The year of construction of the buildings is determined by the year of construction of the dwellings in them on the basis of the majority principle and, in the case of equal proportions, by the year of the construction of the oldest dwellings.
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
