
EXPLANATION OF THE CONCEPTS USED

The data of the volume refer to the 2001 population census, whereas some tables contain comparable information on previous censuses, too. In line with the enumeration principles of Hungarian censuses, enumerators (census interviewers) filled in the questionnaires by direct interviews without  obligation of respondents to verify their answers by the presentation of documents. Basically this is the cause why census data might differ from the results of other data collections based on documentation. 

The reference date of the census was 0 o’clock on February 1, 2001; the reference dates of earlier population censuses were 0 o'clock on January 1 in 1870; December 31 in 1880, 1890, 1900, 1910, 1920, and 1930; midnight on January 31 in 1941; 0 o'clock on January 1 in 1949, 1960, 1970, 1980 and 1990.

The place of data collection was the housing unit (conventional dwelling, seasonal (recreational, holiday) housing unit, occupied other housing unit, institution), where the data of the given person were collected.

The data processing has been conducted according to the administrative territorial division and in line with the definitions of the statistical system valid on February 1, 2001. Retrospective data – as far as possible – were revised according to the present definitions of the concepts, thus in some cases they differ from those published earlier and, at their compilation, it was also necessary to take into consideration the conceptual disparities resulting from the different recording and processing methods used at the individual population censuses. As a consequence, in some cases, statistical estimations were necessary.

The volume also contains information which had not or only partly been collected or published in former censuses, therefore the time series are not always complete.

If not otherwise indicated, the tables and charts refer to the February 1, 2001 data.

Due to technological reasons, the data in the different tables referring to the same category might slightly deviate from each other.

The data in thousands, as well as the distributional proportions were rounded individually; consequently the sums of these rounded individual data may differ from the rounded totals. In case the numerical data are so low that even a tenth cannot express it, 0.0 is indicated in the respective cell.

The signs used in the tables:

LOCALITY

The concept of locality used in this volume refers to the settlement constituting an administrative unit (such as the capital, towns of county rank, towns (urban areas), villages (rural areas).

Part of locality is either the central inner area, the other inner area with a definite name, or the outskirts (outer) area.

Central inner area is the part of the locality where the local government bodies and, in general, most service institutions can be found. Each locality has a central inner area.

Other inner area is a part of the town or village which is not connected with the central inner area, but its development has been taking place according to the regulations valid for inner areas. There are localities with no other inner area, but there are others with several other inner areas.

Outskirts are the areas outside the inner area, determined in the development plan of the locality and usually are agricultural or forestry zones. From the population census point of view, an area of outskirts should contain at least one inhabitant enumerated or at least a vacant but usable dwelling.

REGIONS

The regions represent intertwining statistical territorial units emebodying several counties (or the capital), separated by the administrative boundaries of the counties concerned. According to the Law on regional development, the Hungarian Parliament defined seven planning-statistical regions.

The data on the regions are shown in chapter “4. Data by counties”. The code preceding the name of the region – identifying the capital or the county belonging to the given region – is used for allocating the counties (or the capital) belonging to the same statistical region. 

STATISTICAL SUBREGIONS
Statistical subregions are agglomerations of geographically dependent settlements, having actual working, residential, transport and secondary provisional (education, health care, trade, etc.) connections. The HCSO – in agreement with the authority responsible for regional development and regional planning – has applied as  from August 1.

Data on the statistical subregions are under heading „4. Data by localities”. The serial number preceding the name of the subregion is its identification code, the serial number is precedeing the names of the localities belonging to the individual subregions.

AREA SIZE

Data with regard to area size have been expressed – in conformity with the register of the Land and Cartographic Department of the Ministry of Agriculture – as of February 1, 2001, in hectares.

POPULATION

Population data refer with regard to the 1870–1960 censuses to present population, with regard to 1970–1996 to permanent and resident population, respectively. 1870–1890 data cover civilian population only, while data for 1900–2001 include total population.

Present population is the population at the place of the enumeration at the reference date of the census.

Registered permanent population is the group of persons having a registered permanent address (dwelling, residence) in the given area, independently whether they do or not have a registered temporary address elsewhere. To this group also belong those persons, who were abroad for some reason (employment, learning, fulfilment of diplomatic, commercial, scientific mission) at the reference date of the census, but had a registered permanent dwelling in the given area.

Permanent population of the census comprises every person enumerated considering the place of the enumeration as his/her permanent residence, not willing to give it up for changing it with another accommodation; this is the dwelling he/she regularly comes home, where the members of his/her family – if any –  are living. To this group also belong persons who were abroad for some reason (employment, learning, fulfilment of diplomatic, commercial, scientific mission) at the reference date of the census, but had their permanent residence in the given area. Thus, permanent population of the census might contain persons who had their registered permanent residence or their registered temporary residence, or even their not registered residence at the place of enumeration. 

Registered resident population consists of two groups: 

· population having a registered permanent dwelling in the respective area and having no temporary registered dwelling elsewhere, and

· persons having a registered temporary dwelling in the given area,

regardless to whether they were or not present on the reference date of the census. Registered resident population also contains the group of persons having no registered permanent address, but whose temporary residence on the reference date of the census was in the given area (e.g. part of the inhabitants of charitable institutions, temporary asylums, alms-houses).

Resident population of the census means the group of persons staying in fact on the place of the enumeration, those who live their everyday’s life there, can be contacted on the given address, spend most of their night-rests on that place, go to work or to school from that place. As such, the place of the enumeration can be the person’s registered permanent address, or his/her registered staying (temporary) address, or his/her not registered address, too. This grouping is basically in line with the concept of resident population of the 1990 census, where the intent for the official registration had been regarded as a matter of fact of a valid official registration.
The data collection and processing of the 2001census have allowed for the compilation of two types of resident population in compliance with the requirements of international recommendations and with the needs of the regular national statistical reporting system, respectively:

1. Registered resident population: based on the tenure of dwelling as documented in the official registry, irrespective of the actual use of dwelling. This is the basic category of the regular statistical reporting (i.e. vital statistics). The 1970 census was the first one allowing for the compilation of registered resident population.

2. Resident population of the census: grouping of the population, closely in line with the usual resident population concept of international recommendations where, disregarding the official registration, the actual use of dwelling is taken into account. This is a static population category: as the base of the grouping in some cases might differ from the fact and/or the tenure documented by the official registry, neither the changes in migration (modifications in the official registry regarding the fact of moving or tenure status) nor the reports of vital events (birth, death) can modify it. It was the 2001 census, when resident population of the census was compiled for the first time; this is the group of „de facto population”, a category used by the international statistics.

At the 1980 census, the resident population of 1970 was adjusted manually to the concept of present population, and these data have been published later on. The retrospective data of the 2001 census publications have been adjusted by computerized processing, that is instead of the aforementioned manual adjustment, it has gone back to the resident population enumerated of the 1970 census. Therefore these data differ from those published in the previous two decades.

As compared to previous censuses, two new categories of population have been introduced: the night population and the day population. 

Night population of a locality or of a geographic area (subregion, county) is equal to its resident population. Day population means the sum of the resident population and persons commuting daily into the given locality (area) to work or to school, minus the number of persons commuting out daily from this locality (area) for work or studies.

The 1970, 1980 and 1990 data refer to the registered resident population, while the 2001 data relate to the resident population of the census. The retrospective data of earlier censuses refer to present population. 

POPULATION DENSITY

Population density means the number of persons per 1 km² of the respective area.

POPULATION GROWTH

Actual increase and decrease, respectively, mean the difference between the population sizes enumerated in an area at two consecutive population censuses; in the 1870–1960 period this value was calculated according to present population at the reference date of the census, while in the 1970–2001 censuses this index was calculated on the basis of resident population.

Natural increase or decrease mean the balance of live births and deaths in the population of a given area. Until 1941 births and deaths had been registered at the locality of the event, while from that time in the locality of residence of the newborn child’s mother or of the deceased person.
Live-birth is the coming into the world of the foetus giving some sign of life (e.g. breathing, heart function, decisive motion of the volitional muscles, pulsation of the umbilical cord), regardless to how long he/she was in the mother's uterus and how long he/she lived.

Death is the final cessation of all signs of life at any time after live birth (i.e. cessation of the functions of life after coming into the world without the capability of revival).
Migration is the difference between the actual and natural increase/decrease of the population.

Average yearly increase or decrease are counted on the basis of the hypothesis that between two population censuses the population increases or decreases occurs according to a geometrical progression, i.e. the rate of change (r) is constant. The calculation formula is
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Po = population size at the date of the population census taken at the beginning of the period;

Pn =
population size at the date of the population census taken at the end of the period;

number of years (fractions of years) elapsed between the two population censuses.

MEAN AGE

Mean age of the population is the weighted arithmetical average of the age of enumerated persons at the reference date of the census. 

AGE GROUPS

The data of the age structure of the population were detailed by age groups on the basis of the age completed till the reference date of the population censuses. In tables on age distribution and marital status, five-year and aggregated (major) age groups have been used. In the data processing of the 2001 census, the individual age groups cover the following birth cohorts:

MARITAL STATUS

The categories of the population by marital status have been established according to the legal status having existed at the reference date of the census. Accordingly:

· never married (single)  is the person who has not yet married;

· married is the person whose legal marriage has not been dissolved by a final judgement, whose spouse is alive, without regard to whether he/she does or does not live together with his/her spouse,

· widowed is the person who didn't remarry after the death of his/her legal spouse;

· divorced is the person whose marriage was dissolved by a final judgement and who did not remarry.

The data of persons living separately without a judgement are included in the data of the married. The marital status of persons cohabiting without legal marital relation (in consensual union) was also established on the basis of the legal status.

FERTILITY

Fertility means the frequency of childbirths of females aged 15 years and over and, respectively, the number of their live born children, inclusive of the children deceased in the meantime, but without the number of adopted or foster children. The population census establishes the fertility of females on the basis of the total number of their children born alive till the reference date of the census.

The data of the 1960 and former population censuses include the total number of children ever born (whether live or still).

EDUCATIONAL ATTAINMENT

Educational attainment of the population was established on the basis of the highest grade completed within the most advanced level attended in the school system. At present – besides  kindergarten – the following educational institutions belong to the school system:

· general (primary, elementary) school,

· secondary school (grammar school, secondary specialized school),

· college, post-college extension education,

· university, postgraduate education.

The grades of the institutions for the education of handicapped children are of the same value as the corresponding grades of general school.

The presentation of the data on educational attainment does not follow the changes in the level of the educational institutions: each person's educational attainment data correspond to the level the respective institution had when the qualification was obtained.

The data include, without differentiation, the qualifications obtained at day schools, evening schools and correspondence courses.

The institutions of the former educational systems and the secondary schools with 6 or 8 classes, respectively, are included in the groups of the present school types and numbers of grades in the following way:

· the 1–8th grades of the elementary (public elementary) school, in the 1–8th grades of general school,

· the 1–4th grades of the higher general (primary) school, in the 5–8th grades of general school,

· the 1–6th grades of the secondary school of six grades, in the 7–12th grades, or the final examination (G.C.E.), respectively,

· the 1–8th grades of the secondary school of eight grades, in the 5–12th grades, or the final examination (G.C.E.),  respectively.

When establishing highest educational attainment, among the qualifications obtained at an apprentice school, only those obtained in 1961 or later, while among the qualifications received at a sanitary vocational school as well as at a school for shorthand-typing, only those obtained in 1976 or later at day schools have been taken into consideration. The 1st–3rd grade of apprentice school obtained in 1961 or later, as well as of the vocational school obtained in 1976 or later have been classified as the 9–11th grade. The former grades of the housewives’ training and special vocational schools are shown in the 9–10th or in the 11th grade respectively. Former second-level schools having issued a skilled workers’ or vocational certificate, have been included in the category „secondary education with certificate of profession, without final examination”.

All the highest completed qualifications based on general (primary) school education, preparation for a secondary school’s final examination (G.C.E.), for obtaining a qualification for the continuation of studies at a third-level educational institution and entitle to occupy posts requiring second-level education, are shown as qualifications of a secondary school (e. g. completed grammar school, specialized secondary school, technical school, commercial or industrial high school, secondary school for teachers’ or kindergarten teachers’ training, high school for girls etc.). At the 1941 population census, only the qualifications obtained at grammar schools of eight grades, high schools for girls, high schools for modern languages and sciences for girls, secondary schools for girls, teachers’ training schools and commercial secondary schools were considered as secondary school attainment. 

Final certificates of secondary schools obtained between 1974–1986 are regarded as equal to final examination.

The category “with final examination” contains persons having obtained a certificate of final examination, or a school-leaving certificate in a grammar school, high school of modern languages and sciences.

The group of persons “11-12th grade of secondary school with final examination” contains those who have a final examination, and are attending, or finished the 13-14th grade of secondary education.

To the group third-level education (university, college etc.,) belong all the institutions that could be attended after having completed a secondary school’s final examination (examination aimed at qualification), provide high-level special knowledge and a general culture, where successful completion of studies entitles the graduate to pass a state examination and to receive a diploma.

The 1930 census considered as persons with third-level education – besides those with diplomas – also those with school-leaving certificates who had completed their studies at higher schools (theological college, military academy, academy of law etc.), that did not allow for obtaining a diploma. The 1980 data of persons with completed third-level education include also the number of persons having received a school-leaving certificate (absolutory).

The data on qualifications obtained within the framework of school education don't include the qualifications obtained:

· within the framework of vocational training at courses, 

· at the Evening University of Marxism-Leninism without having passed a state examination and

· at extension schools based on general school and providing basic industrial or agricultural special knowledge.

The 1960 census was the last one, which interrogated on literacy. In this respect, more recent censuses contain questions related to educational attainment only. The group of population „not even the first grade of general (primary) school completed”, irrespective of illiteracy, include every person who does not have a certificate on resuming the first year of general (primary) school or it’s equivalent.  The category in the case of the 1960 census and the previous censuses also includes persons with unknown school attainment. 

Data which indicate the rates – calculated from the population of respective age – of certain more characteristic qualification levels by adding those of an even higher educational attainment (e.g. the rate of those “having completed the 12th grade” also contain the data of persons having obtained a certificate of a high-level educational institution, a school-leaving certificate) differ from the ranking according to highest educational attainment.

The educational attainment of persons in the tables relating to economic activity, occupation refers to the highest educational attainment obtained, as such they differ from the data on educational attainment shown in the chapter “Demography”.

In tables 2.1.8–2.1.11 and 2.1.13, the data in column “Less than the 8th grade of general (primary) school“ refer to the population aged 7 years and over.

RELIGION

The data show the religion or denomination – without any parental or other influence – of the respondent he/she feels to belong to. The answer given does not automatically mean the practice of a religion, taking part on services, having administrative ties to it. As the answer was not compulsory, the enumerated person could ask for marking the “do not wish to answer” box, or to live the respective box blank. 

Outer area (outskirts) changes among counties carried out from 1949 on, do not appear in the 1949 data on the religions in the table 1.1.8. The 1930 and 1949 population censuses  had included and shown Russian, Serbian, Bulgarian, Rumanian, Greek and all the other Orthodox religions in an aggregated category “ Orthodox without specification”. The line “other Protestants” refer to the Unitarian religion only, while all those having marked “other religions”, have been covered by the category “not classified above”.  

FACTORS DETERMINING THE NATIONAL/ETHNIC AFFILIATION OF THE POPULATION

In relation to the subject “nationality”, the program of the 2001 census contained four questions, as follows: what is the persons nationality; to which nationalities’ cultural values and traditions did the person feel affinity with; what is the mother tongue of the enumerated person; what is the language spoken by the person with family members or friends. The respective Act of this country, besides the Hungarian majority, the Armenian, Bulgarian, Croatian, German, Gipsy (Roma), Greek, Polish, Rumanian, Ruthenian, Serbian, Slovenian, Slovakian and Ukrainian ethnic minorities are regarded as officially registered. 

Every interviewed person was allowed to give three answers to the questions at most. From the ethnic groups not listed above, only one could be marked, provided the number of alternative (multiple) answers given to each of the questions – including Hungarian, if marked – was not more than three. Consequently, a given person had been as many times counted, as many answers in relation to the question belonging to values, traditions of a nationality, to the mother tongue and to the language spoken with family members and friends he/she marked. Taking into account that regarding the nationality the possibility of multiple answers was given two ways of processing was possible: the one based on the total number of answers, the other reflecting to the number of persons. (E.g. based on the answers the person speaking both to the Romany and the Bea language is counted twice, while based on the persons itself only once, as a Gipsy.) 

This volume refers to the number of persons belonging to the different ethnic groups, while the former publications are based on the number of answers given by the enumerated persons.

The tables contain the declarations of the smaller groupings in an aggregated form: like the German, where at the processing Low German, Swabian, Bavarian etc. were taken into account, a similar aggregation has been used in the case of the Croatians, Catholic Serbians, “Socács”; the category Russian includes Great Russian, White Russian; Ruthenian also covers Little Russian and Russniak. The African ethnic/linguistic groups (West-Atlantic, Mende, Songo, Kru, Kwa, Gur, Niger-Kordofonian, Chadic, Nilo-Saharan, Bantu, Khoisan), the Arabians (with the exemption of the Hebrew-Arabians and the Maltese), the Modern Hebrew, Yiddish (Sephardic Hebrew, Yiddish, Hebrew, Ivrit, Judeo-Arabic) are classified into common groups, too. The English spoken in the UK, the USA, Australia, New Zealand and Canada are put together, while the Baltic language group covers Latvian and Lithuanian languages. Celtic language group comprises the Goidelic (Irish Gaelic, Gaelic, Scotch Gaelic), the Britannic (Welsh, Breton) and the Cornish languages. The Mongolic group is composed of the Old Mongolian, Inner Mongolian, East Mongolian, Oirat, Buyrat, Daur, Kansu, Kinghai and the Mogol idioms. The group “Scandinavian languages” comprises North-Western German (Icelandic, Norwegian) and North-Eastern German (Danish, Swedish) languages. The category of the Spanish language – besides the one spoken in Spain – covers the idioms used in Bolivia, Chile, Cuba and also those spoken in the USA. Turkish language group involves the Turkish itself, Khalaj, Gagauz etc. and the Turkish idioms used in Southern Siberia.   

Persons defining themselves as Székely, are regarded as Hungarians. Regarding the Gipsy minority, the summary tables show to the aggregate of the Gipsy, Romany and Bea population, though the data regarding the affinity with ethnic cultural values, traditions differentiate the Gipsy and Romany population, while the answers given to mother tongue and to language spoken with family members, friends besides the former language idioms, already contain the Bea language, too.

The cells “declared belonging to a minority” and “belonging to a national/ethnic minority together” show the number of persons who marked belonging/affiliation to the given minority based on the answer related to nationality, mother tongue, language spoken with family members, friends, or affinity with cultural values, traditions. In this respect, besides Hungarian and the nationalities listed in the Act on national/ethnic minorities native in Hungary, persons having declared attachment to the African, Arabic, Chinese, Modern Hebrew, Jewish etc. nationalities’ values, have also been regarded as minorities. Of course, ethnic minorities native in Hungary are only those listed in the respective Act (i.e. 13 national/ethnic groups). 

NATIONALITY

From the point of view of national group belonging in Hungarian population censuses, every person is counted as belonging to the national group to which he/she declared to belong, free of all influences and without regard to his/her mother tongue.

AFFINITY WITH NATIONALITIES’ CULTURAL VALUES AND TRADITIONS

The answer regarding affinity with nationalities’ cultural values and traditions does not depend on the nationality, mother tongue or knowledge of languages of the enumerated person. (For some more detailed explanation, see ”Factors determining the national/ethnic affiliation of the population”.)
MOTHER TONGUE

Mother tongue is the living language which one learns in one’s childhood (as one’s first language) and in which the person generally speaks with the members of his/her family and which one, free of all influences and true reality, declares to be his/her mother tongue. The mother tongue of the dumb and the infants unable to speak is the language in which their next of kin regularly speak. (For some more detailed explanation, see ”Factors determining the national/ethnic affiliation of the population”.)
LANGUAGE SPOKEN WITH FAMILY MEMBERS OR FRIENDS

As to this specific question, family circle – contrary to the family (nucleus) concept used in the census – means the group of persons with closer or weaker kin, also including those living elsewhere, even in a foreign country, who had been regarded by the enumerated person as members of is/her family. (For some more detailed explanation, see ”Factors determining the national/ethnic affiliation of the population”.)
LANGUAGE SPOKEN BESIDES ONE’S MOTHER TONGUE 

The living language besides mother tongue is the one in which the person is capable to understand and to make him/herself understood by others. Hungarian censuses generally allowed to indicate, besides mother tongue, the knowledge of further languages, too. Accordingly, in the tables showing the knowledge of languages, the person enumerated figures as many times as the number of the languages he/she indicated.

The censuses applied different methods regarding the number of languages spoken besides  mother tongue. As to the 2001 census, besides the answers given to the questions on mother tongue and languages spoken with family members or friends, further languages (three at most) could be taken into account. 

Subtracting from the number of persons speaking a given language the number of those speaking it as a language besides their mother tongue, we obtain the number of persons whose mother tongue is that language. Exceptions are languages shown together, by groups.

The relevant tables also contain dead and synthetic (artificial) languages

CITIZENSHIP

Legislation on citizenship determines who is regarded as citizen of the given country. In the 2001 census, besides Hungarian, a second citizenship could be marked in case of dual citizens; however, foreigners not having Hungarian citizenship were limited to mark one citizenship only.

ECONOMIC ACTIVITY

According to activity on the week prior to the reference date of the census, the population consists of two categories: economically active and economically non-active population.

Economically active population consists of persons in employment and the unemployed. According to international recommendations, every person performing at least one hour activity ensuring income or having only temporarily been absent from his/her usual activity (e.g. due to sickness) on the week preceding the reference date of the census, has been qualified as person in employment. Activity ensuring income is – regardless of its legal background – any type of action, which results in an earning in cash or kind. Consequently, everybody, actively engaged, having a status of civil servant, public functionary, acting as a judge or attorney, being member in a joint undertaking with the obligation of contribution by work, having a working contract with an employer, possessing an entrepreneur’s licence, has been regarded as person in employment. This category covers the regular activity of contributing family workers in a farm or undertaking, the odd jobs, as well as the work for public interest. The category of persons in employment include conscripts, drafted standby military personnel, pensioners, beneficiaries of different maternity (i.e. child-care) allowances pursuing gainful activity, as well as prisoners, temporarily detained persons, provided they work in the penitentiary institution. Students aged 15 years and over having performed at least one hour income ensuring activity on the week preceding the reference date of the census, were also enumerated as persons in employment. 

The category “persons in employment” consists of the following group of people:

· active earners;

· working while receiving child-care allowance;

· working, while receiving pension, rent. 

Persons in employment receiving neither pension nor any kind of allowance (child-care, widows’ etc.) were enumerated as active earners. 

The previous censuses did not count as persons in employment (formerly called active earners) those persons who worked while receiving a pension, childcare- or other allowance. Similarly, only those students of full-time (daily) educational institutions, conscripts, drafted standby military personnel, prisoners, temporarily detained persons were enumerated as active earners, who had worked before joining the army, entering the penitentiary institution, having been taken into custody, respectively. Persons working in odd jobs or seasonally, were regarded as persons in employment, even if they had not actually been working on the week preceding the census date. 

Tables showing the number and structure of persons in employment, always refer to the population aged 15 years and over, whereas on the tables showing economic activity of the population, the data of previous censuses on active earners include 14 years old persons, too.  

The unemployed comprises persons who 

· on the week preceding the reference date of the census were not in paid employment or self-employment, 

· during the four weeks preceding the date of the census had been looking actively for a job (made a job inquiry at the Labour Office, at a public or private employment office, contacted employers in person or in written form, placed/answered job advertisements, made related inquiries at relatives, friends etc., or took specific steps to launchtheir own enterprise), and, moreover, 

· declared readiness to work as an immediate step or at least within the next two weeks.

Obtaining the unemployment benefit was not a precondition of being qualified as unemployed.

Since 1949, the 1990 census was the first one in Hungary to collect information on  unemployment. Nevertheless, the concept of unemployed persons of that census did not cover persons having a pension, or those receiving child-care or other allowance, though seeking for a job at the same time. For being qualified as unemployed, the readiness to accept/start a job within two weeks of time was not a criterion either.

Population economically non-active consists of inactive earners and dependents.
The group of inactive earners covers persons pursuing no gainful activity, though realising an earning, income, as

· pensioners, rentiers on own right;

· pensioners, rentiers on relative’s (derivative) right;

· beneficiaries of child-care and similar allowances;

· persons receiving unemployment benefit, though not qualified as unemployed (because they are not actively looking for job, are not ready to start a job within the two weeks);

· persons living on their wealth or some other not work-related income (e.g. by leasing their land, letting out their seasonal housing unit, capital income recipients, having a subtenant).

Dependents are persons not belonging to any of the former categories, because in general they have no own incomes or revenues, and a private person or an institution ensures their livelihood, such as

· children under 15 years of age not attending school;

· (full-time) pupils and students of day schools (general schools, secondary schools, secondary vocational schools, students of colleges, universities even if they receive scholarships and apprentices even if they receive wages of skilled workers);

· other dependents (15 years and over, not studying in day schools, e.g. housewives, homemakers).

INDUSTRY, BRANCH OF ECONOMY

Population censuses (microcensuses) assign persons in employment to the corresponding section of industry and within that, to the corresponding subsection, group and class, on the basis of their employers (in some cases on the basis of their workplaces) according to the standard industrial classification in force at the time of the census.

The 2001 census has classified employers or economic activities according to the Hungarian Standard Industrial Classification (TEÁOR) of 1998. Economic units have been classified according to their main activity, irrespective of their type of ownership or management system.

The TEÁOR grouping of economic units with more than 20 employees – provided there was a possibility of identification – has been carried out by using the Business Register maintained by the Statistical Office, while smaller economic units have been classified on the basis of the declaration of the person enumerated.

Employees and members of co-operatives representing the majority of persons in employment have been included – irrespective of their individual occupations – in the section, division to which the employing enterprise, co-operative, institution, venture etc. belonged to, according to TEÁOR. 

In some cases, e.g. in case of those employed in public administration, health, educational etc. institutions, the grouping has not been done on the basis of the employer but according to the workplace. (E.g. if the physician’s employer was the municipality, and his/her workplace was a hospital or an out-patient clinic, he/she has been included in the respective industry on the basis of the latter.)

Own-account workers and persons of liberal professions were assigned on the basis of their individual occupation. Unpaid helping family members were included in the same group as the person whom they helped. 

Agricultural day-workers were grouped into the industry “Agriculture, hunting, forestry and fishing.

Non-agricultural day-workers and seasonal workers were classified into the corresponding group of their employers if the work had been performed at a specific employer; otherwise they were assigned into the group “Other community, personal services”.

The results of the 2001 census relating to employers and place of work are presented both by aggregated sections of industry and by detailed industries, while in chapter “2. Detailed data” an even  more detailed grouping has also been presented. The code numbers of the industrial classification of  employers are presented in “Annex”. The 1980 and 1990 census data on industry have been transcoded and published in conformity with TEÁOR–1998. 

STATUS IN EMPLOYMENT

Persons in employment (employed persons) are grouped by status in employment  on the basis of their legally determined relationship to their employer. Census 2001 applied the following categories:

· employees;

· own-account workers, private entrepreneurs;

· working members of partnerships; 

· working members of co-operatives;

· contributing (unpaid) family workers;

· odd job performers, day workers;

· workers for public interest.

Employee is the person who is in labour relation – usually based on a working contract – with an employer.

This category includes civil servants, public functionaries, persons acting as  judges or attorneys, as well as professional and contracted members of armed forces and public defence (their legal status being civil servant or public services worker).

An  own-account worker is a person working alone or with some employees – generally on the basis of a  licence of activity – as sole proprietor (like artisans, retailers, farmers, free-lancers etc.), not as member of a joint undertaking. 

Working member of partnership is the person, who parallel to his/her partnership in posessing a non co-operative venture, is obliged to contribute to the activity of the venture by personal activity, work.

Working member of a co-operative is the person, who as a member of a co-operative (e.g. consumers’ co-operative, agricultural co-operative), has a working contract with the same co-opeartive too.

Contributing family worker (unpaid helping family member) is a person, who, as member of the family, regularly contributes, without pay, to the job performance of own-account workers, the working members of joint undertakings or co-operatives, respectively. 

Odd job performer, day-worker is the person, who neither has a stable working contract, nor is an entrepreneur, though – with, or without a special document – is working, usually lasting for a short period of time (e.g. agricultural day-work, shovelling the snow, unskilled work in construction). The day-worker, based on an agreement with the employer, is working either for a negotiated period of time (one day, week etc.), or is performing a given job (digging of a piece of land, painting the fence etc.). Odd job performers are also the persons, who on the basis of an individual contract, not as entrepreneurs, perform an intellectual job (e.g. translation of a text, holding a lecture etc.).

Worker for public interest is the person, who in the program on the public jobs, is engaged, i.e. employed by the local municipality. 

NUMBER OF PERSONS (STAFF) EMPLOYED BY THE EMPLOYER

The number of persons employed by the employer was a tool for segregating the (general) managers of the small enterprises. The number of persons employed by the employer is equal to the number of staff at the reference date of the census.

MAJOR GROUPS OF OCCUPATION

The grouping system of the occupations at the census 2001 is based on the nomenclature of the Hungarian Standard Classification of Occupations (further FEOR-93), being in force as from 1997. As to basic principles and structure, it follows the international classification of occupations, ISCO-88 (Rev.3.), and groups the occupations into the same 10 major groups, as follows:

1  Legislators, senior government officials, leaders of interest groups and managers of firms

2  Professionals

3  Technicians and associate professionals

4  Office and management (customer service) clerks

5  Services workers

6  Skilled agricultural and forestry workers

7  Craft and related trade workers

8  Plant and machine operators and assemblers, vehicle drivers

9  Elementary occupations

0  Armed forces

Grouping into the categories is based on the actual occupation.

According to the principles of ISCO-88, the concept “occupation” takes as a basis the activity pursued,  regarding as a further important criterion the level of expertise, knowledge, experience necessary for the relevant activity.

Major groups 1–4 basically refer to non-manual, while major groups 5–9 to manual occupations. From this point of view, major group “0” – the armed forces – is a mixed category, though on the basis of the groups within this major group the former distinction is possible. 

One of the conditions of being classified into the category of managers within major group 1 has been that the person had been heading an organisation, division with more than two employees.

The status in employment was not taken into account in the classification by occupation, i.e. irrespective of whether the person carried out his/her activity as employee, member of co-operative, member of partnership, own-account worker etc. As to proprietors or co-proprietors of undertakings or business companies, only those were to be classified into the categories of occupation who actually had participated in the production or other activity.

The census results contain both aggregated and detailed major groups of occupation. Part “2. Detailed data” contains even more detailed categories, too; the respective codes are shown in the “Annex”.

Data regarding occupations of active earners of the 1980 and 1990 censuses had been revised according to FEOR-93.

AGRICULTURAL ACTIVITY  

Person performing agricultural activity is the one, aged 15 years or over, who in the year preceding the population census had worked in the agriculture. The tables show the time (counted on the basis of a10 hours working day) spent on agricultural work, performing it as a primary job, a secondary activity (by having a main job), or a subsidiary activity of an unemployed person.  This kind of definition and estimate of the agricultural work is in conformity with practice of the previous censuses. 

Regarding the agricultural work a full year is equal to at least 180 working days (1 800 hours).

From the point of view of the work performance it is indifferent whether in what capacity - employee, member of partnership, agricultural farmer or odd job worker – the activity was exercised.

Agricultural activity covers the activities resulting material benefits, requiring either heavy or light efforts, as well as regardless of its place, the work performed in the horticulture, the animal husbandry, the forestry, the plant protection and the land amelioration.

LAST OCCUPATION, STATUS IN EMPLOYMENT OF PENSIONERS, UNEMPLOYED

The occupation and the status in employment of old age and disability pensioners on own right and of the unemployed had been defined by taking into account their last occupation, status in employment before becoming pensioners or unemployed. The classification used in their case was the same as that used for the persons in employment.

The time elapsed from the retirement has been defined by the year of termination of the last working contract.

TIME WEEKLY WORKED

In the case of persons working on the basis of a work contract (employees), weekly working hours are defined in the contract. In case of own-account workers, free-lance workers the weekly working load equals to the time requirement (in hours) of the usual everyday (business) activity, including the procurement of working materials, maintenance of the machinery, equipment.

The person is working according to working hours not defined or on the basis of an occasional assignment, provided his/her average weekly working hours couldn’t be estimated. 

JOURNEY TO WORK OR TO SCHOOL

The topic refers to the daily travel of the population to work or to school.

Information has been given on the way, means of transport to reach the workplace/school (and return) by the enumerated person.

In case the person used several ways, means of transport (e.g. bike in a nice weather, public transport in rainy weather) the most common practice had to be taken into account. 

Marking of several – at most three – means of transport was possible.

In case of persons working in different localities, the means of transport was enumerated only in case they always travelled in the same way (always by car or motorbike etc.)

Respondents were also obliged to report the duration (length of time) of the daily travel to and from their homes and workplaces or schools, respectively. The time requirement of the journey itself has only been taken into account, whithout the time spent on shopping, using services etc. connected to the journey.

DAILY COMMUTING OF PERSONS IN EMPLOYMENT

To define whether a person in employment is regarded as daily commuter is based on the identity of the locality of the person’s actual place of residence with the locality of his/her workplace. 

The person is daily commuter provided he/she is not working in the locality of his/her place of residence (i.e. he/she does not belong to the resident population of the census in the locality of workplace). Daily commuters are defined as out-going persons from the angle of their place of residence, and are classified as in-coming persons from the workplace point of view.
As to daily commuting, Budapest has been regarded a unique locality (administrative unit), consequently, daily travel for work or study between capital districts has not been regarded as commuting.

Population working in the locality of residence is the group of persons in employment, who work in the same settlement where they actually live (i.e. where they belong to the resident population).

Persons in employment on site – either in a settlement, or in any of the administrative territorial units, are persons having their workplace in the given locality (or territorial unit), irrespective of their locality of residence (where they belong to the resident population).

Persons working in different localities (e.g. travelling agents/representatives, moving hucksters etc.) – as their working activity is regularly characterised by a presence in different localities –, as well as those travelling to work abroad, are not counted as persons in employment on site in any of the localities.   

DISABILITY

The subject of disability belongs to the so-called sensitive issues; therefore, answering this question was optional.

A person with disability is defined as a person who is limited in the normal, usual, or traditionally accepted life because of a final or long-term physical, mental or sensual deficiency.

The census questionnaire contained a detailed list of the most common disabilities. In case it was not possible to classify the given person’s disability to one of the printed deficiencies, “other” had to be ticked.

It was possible to mark three different disabilities at most. Persons with several disabilities were asked to define the most serious one. The tables contain the information relating to this one.

Information was also collected on cause of disability (the most serious disability) of the person (congenital/prenatal, accident, disease, unknown). Disabilities caused by working conditions, environment – if not resulted by an accident – are regarded as disability related to a disease.

HOUSEHOLD 

A (private) household is a group of persons living together in a common housing unit or in a part of it, bearing together, at least partly, the costs of living (i.e. daily expenses, meals). Persons living in the same dwelling but on the basis of independent tenure status, are not considered as persons living in the same household even if the above conditions are fulfilled. Consequently, owners or tenants (partner tenants) do not form a common household with their subtenant, night-lodger, the former persons (the members of a family, if so) always are grouped as an independent family. 

If the household consists of one family, the family and the household are practically identical, i.e. a one-family household. The one-family household differs from the family insofar as the number of family members does not include relatives and/or non-relatives (including children under state-care) living together with the family, while the number of household members does. If several families manage a common household, this is a two-, three or multi-family household. In case of households consisting of two or more families, the number of household members contains, besides the number of the members of families forming the household, the number of relatives and/or non-relatives living with the families but forming no separate family, too. One- and multi-family households make up the category of family-households.
Non-family household is the one in which no family relations exist. The following types can be specified: 

· one-person household, i.e. household of a lone person;

· household of other compositions in which relatives and/or non-relatives constituting no family live, such as:

a) relatives (e.g. brothers and sisters, a father or mother living alone with his/her married or formerly married child, one grandparent with his/her grandchild of any marital status),

b) household of non-relatives (e.g. friends),

c) household consisting of relatives forming no family and of non-relative(s) living with them (e.g. two siblings with their friend).

The rows of one-family households “with relative and/or non-relative” in table 1.3.8 contain also one-family households with ascending relative. At the same time, the table also shows in a separate row one-family households with ascending relative (irrespective of having or not other relative/non-relative person in the household).

FAMILY

Family is the smallest circle of persons living together as spouses or cohabiting/consensual unions or kin. The family may be:

· of couple-type, i.e. 

· a married couple without child or with never-married child(ren),

· a consensual union without child or with never-married child(ren),

· a lone parent (father or mother) with never-married child(ren).

In case of the 1949 and 1960 data, the number of children living in families includes the married, divorced and widowed children living with parent(s) and the grandchild(ren) without parent(s), living with grandparent(s), while the number of families also includes grandchildren living with grand-parent(s). 

POPULATION LIVING IN HOUSEHOLDS, FAMILIES

The data on households and families refer to resident population of the census; as a consequence, the population living in households and families, respectively, does not include persons not belonging to the resident population of the census. (An example: provided a family consists of a married couple with a never married child, who is studying and actually residing in a different locality, the child is not included into the resident population of the census in the locality of residence of the parents, but into that of the other locality. Consequently: in the locality of residence of the parents he/she is not included into the population of the households/families either.)

INSTITUTIONAL HOUSEHOLD

An institutional household is a group of persons belonging to the resident population of the census, living in an institute accommodated collectively and, possibly, receiving some kind of board. (See the concept of institution under the heading of “Institutional housing units”.)
FAMILY STATUS

Family status expresses the family or other (e.g. economic) relations between persons living in a household.

Husband, wife: a man and woman living in lawful marriage and keeping a common household.

Consensual (cohabiting) partner: two persons living together in marriage-type cohabitation, irrespective of their legal marital status.

Father or mother:  the lone parent living with his/her child(ren).

Child: the child of a person with the family status of husband, wife, consensual partner, father or mother, irrespective of his/her own age, marital status, source of income, provided he/she has no independent, own family. This category includes adopted and foster children as well, as children born out of wedlock while it does not include children under state care placed at families. Nevertheless, in the analysis on households and families, respectively, only never married children should be regarded as having the family status of child. In these tables persons enumerated as children, if other than never married, are classified as other relatives.
Ascending relative: the parent, grandparent, great-grandparent, father-in-law and mother-in-law of the husband, wife or consensual partner, respectively, provided he/she is living in the household without spouse (consensual partner) or without child (e.g. one of the parents of the spouses, lone grandparent living with the young married couple).

Other relative: the relative (i.e. brother or sister, uncle, aunt, cousin of one of the spouses, lone grandparent with a grandchild) living in the household, who does not form an independent family and does not correspond to the characteristics of the above categories. This category also includes persons having family ties, living together in a household with no family nucleus (e.g.. brothers, sisters, cousins, uncles, aunts), too.
Non-relative: persons living with the family, but with no actual family ties (e.g. domestics, persons supported on a contract base, child under state care within the family). This category also includes persons who, without having any family ties, live together in a household with no family nucleus (e.g. friends).

Lone person: person living alone in an independent household.

In table 2.1.4 the persons are grouped by family status, irrespective if they live in private households, or in institutions, or they are homeless, or not. The cell “living in institutional households” shows separately the number of persons living in institutional housing units.

ECONOMIC ACTIVITY STRUCTURE OF HOUSEHOLDS/FAMILIES

In evaluating economic activity data of households/families and the number of household/family members in employment, respectively, the following considerations should be taken into account:   

· data published on the number of persons in employment contain households in which the given number of persons in employment has been found, irrespective of whether the household also includes unemployed, inactive or dependent persons;

· the category „without persons in employment, with unemployed” covers households in which there are unemployed, but no person in employment, while inactive earners and/or dependents might belong to the household;

· column „without persons in employment, with inactive earner” contains households in which there are neither persons in employment nor unemployed, but there are inactive earners with or without dependents;

· column „without persons in employment, with dependents only” covers households where only dependents live.

TENURE STATUS OF THE HOUSEHOLD IN THE DWELLING

Households having a member with the tenure as owner (full or partial) or beneficial owner (full or partial) of dwelling, live by owner's or his/her relative’s tenure. This category also includes dwellings where the owner or the beneficial owner do not live in the household but at least one member of the household is a (close) relative (e.g. child, uncle, brother or sister, parent) and no rent for the use of dwelling is paid.

By tenant’s or his/her relative’s tenure lives the household if one of its members is renting the whole dwelling with all its premises from a local government, undertaking, institution, co-operative or private person for exclusive use by paying a rental fee. This category also includes households living in “service dwellings”, i.e. their use of dwelling is pending on a labour or service contract, irrespective of whether a rent is paid or not. The same category covers co-tenants who are using with an exclusive right a part of the dwelling only, while another part of the same dwelling – e.g. kitchen, bathroom – is used jointly with other household(s).
By sub-tenant's, night-lodger’s tenure live households which rent a part – at least one room –exclusively in the owner's, tenant's etc. dwelling (sub-tenant), or uses no separate premise, but only a bed, exclusively in the dwelling (night-lodger, bed-tenant).

By other tenure live those households whose tenure of dwelling cannot be assigned to any of the above definitions (e.g. user of dwelling by favour, without legal tenure, supporter for dwelling).

HOUSING UNIT

The housing unit is a room or suite of rooms and its accessories built or converted for a permanent or temporary human habitation, irrespective of occupancy, as well as a room or group of rooms initially intended for other purposes but actually used as human habitation at the reference date of the census. 

The concept of housing unit includes:

· (conventional) dwellings,

· seasonal/holiday housing units,

· occupied other housing units,

· institutional housing units.

DWELLING, SEASONAL/HOLIDAY HOUSING UNIT

The dwelling is a unit of places and rooms with specific functions (living rooms, cooking places, sanitary places etc.), generally technically (architecturally) connected to each other, intended for human accommodation, stay (home) or converted into dwelling and also suitable for living at present, which has a separate entrance from a public place, courtyard or from a collectively used place inside the building (staircase, corridor etc.).

Besides, the strict concept of dwelling requires the possibility of assigning the respective group of places to a comfort level. Consequently, so-called temporary accommodations and other lodgings (see the levels of comfort in detail) that cannot be assigned to any category of comfort, don't belong to the dwelling stock in the strict sense. As this reservation had not been taken into account in the publications of earlier population censuses, in order to assure comparability, all housing data in this publication refer to the total number of dwellings, emergency accommodations and other lodgings. The data of the emergency accommodations and other lodgings can be shown separately in the tables containing a detailed distribution by comfort levels only.

The housing units of home-houses (pensioners, room-tenants', young married couples' houses) are considered as dwellings if their occupants are living there with their separate private household. 

The group of technically (architecturally) adjoining places, connected with inner passages, were considered at the enumeration as one dwelling also in cases when the passages of one or several places were blocked temporarily but not walled (e.g. in the case of co-tenancy). A mostly separate place, building –  e.g. the summer kitchen of detached family house – built as a part of the dwelling was considered as part of the dwelling if it was used by the household living in the main building. However, a summer kitchen let to a subtenant, i.e. used by an outside household, forms a separate housing unit. If the originally connected places were separated (partitioned) technically in order to establish a separate dwelling, the formerly one dwelling had to be enumerated as dwellings in a number corresponding to the state of affairs after the partition. On the other hand, two or more formerly separated dwellings, which are nowadays technically connected (e.g. with inner doors), form only one dwelling.

The seasonal/holiday housing unit basically meets the requirements of a dwelling, nevertheless it is generally not suitable for a year-round use, and is built and mostly used for recreation, resting purposes, i.e. for temporary stay. The census enumerated only seasonal/holiday housing units as housing units corresponding to the following requirements: 

· at least 12 m2 total floor space,

· walls and roof made of solid, long-lasting, weather-resistant material,

· floor covered with a solid (concrete, wooden etc.) material,

· at least one room over 6 m2,

· at least one window giving direct natural light,

· wash and toilet available.

Accordingly, based on the above requirements, the following structures were enumerated:

· holiday houses and seasonal/holiday housing units constructed on the basis of a relevant licence (holiday homes, summer-houses, week-end houses, units of the collective rest-houses),

· residential buildings and dwellings reassigned to holiday homes,

· dwellings not reassigned to, though practically utilised only for, recreation/holidays (e.g. small farm or country-side houses used for recreation),

· other structures intended for other than recreation purposes, but meeting the requirements of those being used for recreation, rest („converted” storage units of hobby gardens, furnished wine press-houses, other farm buildings etc.).

In line with the traditions of population censuses, the data of occupied seasonal/holiday housing units are included into those of occupied dwellings, i.e. the tables showing the data on occupied dwellings contain the data on occupied seasonal/holiday housing units, too. Table 2.4.20 – as its heading indicates - refer to  seasonal/holiday housing units only (irrespective of their occupancy). In chapter “4. Data by localities” (which traditionally show the dwelling stock: occupied, vacant dwellings, and occupied seasonal/holiday housing units together), the better understanding is supported by using the category “dwellings and occupied seasonal/holiday housing units”.

OCCUPIED OTHER HOUSING UNIT

Occupied other housing units are the following:

· structures such as storage room, wine press-house, stable and the like, as well as workshops, wash-houses, premises etc., without being converted technically into a dwelling, though on the reference date of the census it was inhabited at least by one person;

· inhabited parts of temporary, mobile or other facilities (hut, hovel, cabin, shack, caravan, tow-boat, car body, carriage etc.).

INSTITUTIONAL HOUSING UNITS

Institutional housing units (with a context institutional households) provide collective accommodation and some kind of board for five or more persons (e.g. infants’ and children’s homes, students’ hostels, workers’ homes, old people’s homes, hotels, recreation houses of enterprises, hospitals).

The institutions as housing units and the occupied other housing units are not included into the category of dwellings, therefore the number of persons living in dwellings differ from the number of resident population published elsewhere in this volume.

OCCUPANCY, USE OF THE HOUSING UNIT

Occupied is the dwelling, seasonal/holiday housing unit or other housing unit provided at least one person was enumerated there. Dwellings, seasonal/holiday housing units, other housing units occupied by persons not belonging to the scope of enumeration (e.g. foreign diplomats and their families), were enumerated as occupied dwellings, too.

As to occupancy, the classification of dwellings, seasonal/holiday housing units used as secondary or seasonal lodgings depended on whether there was or not at least one person to be enumerated in them at the census date. 

At the date of the census unoccupied dwellings, seasonal/holiday housing units had neither been used as permanent, nor as temporary residence, not even as addres without official registration. This category might include technically ready, but not yet occupied flats, dwellings not yet rented, temporarily vacant flats, dwellings used for other than habitation purposes, dwellings, seasonal/holiday housing units used seasonally (e.g. in summer only). The category of unoccupied dwellings can be divided into further categories: de facto vacant, unoccupied dwellings complying with all criteria (not being refurbished, not used for other purposes), but at the date of the census no occupants were enumerated in them; dwellings, seasonal/holiday housing units used for other purposes (not as dwellings) had been used for different destination, such as offices, physician’s offices, workshops etc., though at any time they could have been suitable – without any alteration - for use as dwellings; the category of housing units used for recreation includes vacant seasonal/holiday housing units and dwellings used exclusively for recreation, rest. 

PREMISES OF DWELLINGS

Rooms are premises provided with direct natural light and ventilation (with doors, windows), with a floor space of at least 4 m2, serving for sleeping or staying during the day (bedroom, children's room, dining-room etc.). The hall and the eating-place having also a window, as well as the premises of room-like character used as consultation rooms, waiting rooms, offices etc. also figure among the rooms.

According to their floor space, rooms were enumerated as follows:

· living room, a room of a floor space over 12 m2,

· small-rooms and half-rooms, with a floor space 4–12 m2.

Kitchens are spaces established and used for cooking (maybe, also for eating), of a floor space of at least 4 m2, in general provided with direct, natural light and ventilation (with window, door).

Kitchenettes are premises of a floor space under 4 m2, built and used for cooking. (To this group belong also tea-kitchenettes and cooking cupboards.) 

When assigning the rooms and premises for cooking by floor space, the floor space of the adjoining alcove or eating place was included into that of the respective room or kitchen.


Bathrooms (shower-stall, wash-basin alcove) are premises used for washing in the dwelling. The enumeration recorded separately the bathrooms with or without a fixed bath or shower.

SIZE OF DWELLING

According to the number of rooms 

The grouping by number of rooms has been based on the total number of rooms, irrespective of their size. Therefore, in this grouping, e.g. a dwelling consisting of one room and two half-rooms (or small rooms) is counted as a three-room dwelling. 

Dwellings consisting of a single place are included in the category of one-room dwellings.
According to the floor space

The classification by floor space of the dwelling has been based on the sum of the floor spaces of  rooms and all the premises belonging to the dwelling, expressed in m2.

The classification by floor space of rooms has been based on the sum of the floor spaces of rooms only, also expressed in m2.

Floor spaces don't include that of walls and other structural elements, while the floor space of built-in furniture and other facilities, e.g. in kitchens or bathrooms, are included in the floor space of the given places.

TYPE OF OWNERSHIP

Type of ownership refers to the dwelling as a whole, independently of the title of tenure of its occupants.

The dwelling is in ownership of natural persons provided the owner is a private person (not a legal entity); no distinction between individually or jointly owned dwellings has been made. The form of maintenance or functioning of the dwellings, buildings (i.e. condominium, housing co-operative etc.) do not affect the type of ownership.

A dwelling as a property of legal entities and other organizations can be

· local government’s tenement dwelling i.e. the property of the local municipality aimed at letting in general;

· property of a church or a religious community;

· property of an undertaking, business organisation or institution: dwelling owned by any other organisation (union, association, company, community, non-profit organization, foundation etc.).

Former censuses enumerated, classified and published the ownership of dwellings in a different way, therefore: in table 1.4.8 the cell of the 1980 data on municipality tenement dwellings include dwellings owned by other institutional organisations (companies, co-operatives, public organisations, associations etc.); the 1980 data on the dwellings owned by business and other companies include only dwellings of churches,  other religious organisations and of foreign legal entities; the 1990 data on the dwellings of business and other companies include also dwellings owned by churches, religious organisations and foreign legal entities, too.

TITLE OF USE OF THE DWELLING

Owners use dwellings if the owner or his/her relatives are living there without paying rent. This category also includes dwellings used by beneficial owners.

A dwelling used by tenants is rented from the local government, an institution, a co-operative or a private person for exclusive use. Dwellings used exclusively by subtenants, have been included in the category of tenement dwellings. (Title as subtenant is used only for renting a single room or a part of the dwelling.) In the preceding 10 years, co-tenancies were practically abolished by local municipalities, therefore even if some co-tenancies had been recorded, at the census they have been grouped into the category of dwellings used by tenants.

The dwelling is classified as service dwelling in case its use is connected to a job or service contract, whether or not a rental fee is paid for. 

The title of use as other user is applied if it doesn't figure among the above definitions, e.g. if the whole dwelling is used by a so-called occupant by favour without paying any rent, or by an occupant without any legal title of use.

The title of use of the dwelling is the same as the title of use of dwelling of the household living in it. As the ranking of the right of use of the dwellings corresponds to the above order, in case there are several households in the same dwelling, the title of use of the household having the highest rank will determine the title of use of the dwelling. (For clarification, in this context use by owners is the highest, while other user has the lowest rank.)

EQUIPMENT

Data always refer to facilities available inside the dwelling only.

A dwelling supplied with piped water from community scheme is one in which water supply is obtained through a tap (installed in one of the premises of the dwelling) connected to a community waterconduit.
A dwelling is supplied with piped water from a private source if the water pipe leads the water of the well, which is generally on the ground-plot, courtyard belonging to the building, to the tap in the dwelling.

A dwelling is supplied with hot water if it receives the hot running water necessary for washing and other household uses from a long-distance transmission pipe, a central boiler or from any individual (local) water heater, including low-capacity water heaters in kitchens.

A dwelling is supplied with flush toilet, if – either in a separate space or in the bathroom – it has a flush toilet connected to the community or domestic canal.

A dwelling is supplied with sewage connected to community sewage disposal plant if it is connected to the sewage system of public utility, respectively, of public utility type. 

A dwelling is supplied with sewage connected to private sewage disposal plant if the wastewater is led through an underground drainpipe to a closed sewage storage tank, to a desiccator (drain tank) on the ground plot of the building or to some other place.

The dwelling is supplied with piped gas if it is provided with gas from the municipal gas system, natural gas piper or from a local (e.g. factory) system of gas pipes.

A dwelling is supplied with cylinder (bottle) gas if its occupants use propane-butane gas (PB) filled in cylinder for the household. (This form of gas supply has been put together with that through container and domestic pipe.)

HEATING, MATERIAL OF HEATING

Dwellings may be provided either with central heating or separate heating of premises.

The different types of central heating are:

· district-, block heating: dwellings of several buildings receive the heat necessary for heating from a thermal station, heating works or from a natural thermal spring;

· separate boiler heating of the building (i.e. for several dwellings): the dwellings of the building receive the heat from a boiler which is situated in the building or is in connection with the building;

· separate central heating for one dwelling: the supply of heat for the premises of one dwelling (one floor) or only of a building with one dwelling (detached family house) from one heating place.

Separate heating of premises means the heating of the places of the dwelling by stoves, convectors etc. 

Some tables do not contain the category of dwellings “without possibility of heating”. In these cases the number of dwellings with separate heating of places includes dwellings without possibility of heating, too, as according to the 100 per cent availability of electric supply, at least electric heating can be supposed. On the other hand, as regards seasonal/holiday housing units without individual heating, a similar assumption has not been applied, given the rather seasonal character of their use.

Besides type of heating, the publication also contains information on material of heating, which are  electricity, gas, fuel oil (mazout), coal (coke, lignite, peat etc.) wood (brushwood, sawdust etc.) and other (e.g. sun collector).

LEVEL OF COMFORT

The categories of the level of comfort used in the census differ from those provided by housing and public construction authorities only in leaving out of consideration the thickness of outer walls (the census questionnaire did not contain any question in this regard) and the possible underground level situation of the dwelling. From the point of view of the level of comfort, only bathrooms with fixed bath or shower were taken into account. The categories of level of comfort are as follows:

Dwellings and seasonal/holiday housing units with all amenities have at least

· a living-room of a floor space over 12 m2, a place for cooking, a bathroom and a flush toilet (in the bathroom or separately), 

· electricity and water-conduit, sewage disposal,

· hot water (district-, block- or separate central hot water supply or from electric or gas boiler or bath-stove), and

· central heating (district, block, individual central or separate central heating for one dwelling.

While classifying the dwellings into the further levels of comfort – in order to be able to include seasonal (recreation, holiday) housing units into the subsequent comfort categories – the lack of heating facility has been disregarded. Nevertheless, in analyses of the housing stock, it should be taken into account that dwellings with principal amenities and the lower categories always include dwellings and holiday units without heating facilities as well.

 Dwellings and seasonal/holiday housing units with principal amenities have at least

· a living-room of a floor space over 12 m2, a place for cooking, a bathroom and a flush toilet,

· electricity and water-conduit, sewage disposal and

· individual heating (gas heating, stove heating with solid fuel or oil, electric heater).

Dwellings and seasonal/holiday housing units with part of amenities (half-comfort) have at least

· a living-room of a floor space over 12 m2, a place for cooking, a bathroom or a flush toilet, 

· electricity and water-conduit and

· individual heating, or no heating.

Dwellings and seasonal/holiday housing units without comforts have at least

· a living-room of a floor space over 12 m2, a place for cooking and a flush toilet (latrine) outside the dwelling, 

· individual heating and

· access to water.

Dwellings and seasonal/holiday housing units not suiting the above criteria have been classified as emergency or other lodgings and other seasonal/holiday housing units, respectively.

YEAR OF CONSTRUCTION OF DWELLING

The year of construction of dwellings in newly built or totally reconstructed buildings is the date of the official permit for occupation; if several dwellings are in the same building, the dates of the permits for occupation might be different. In case of houses built earlier or occupied without permit, the year of the first occupancy is regarded as year of construction. (The year of renovation or of a larger maintenance work on the house cannot be regarded as the year of construction.) 

WALLS OF THE BUILDINGS

According to the technology and the materials used in the construction of external walls, the following categories have been used:

Traditional walls:

· brick, stone, manual walling element;

· adobe, clay, stamped earth;

· wood;

· other material, like sheet iron, roofing iron etc.

In case of walls of adobe, clay and wood, a distinction between walls with or without not solid basement has been made.

The data with the label “wood without solid basement” show the respective dwellings and seasonal/holiday housing units together.  

Modern building technologies:

· medium or large block: prefabricated elements with a size of a half or full floor, that cannot be placed manually. The material used is lightweight concrete, concrete, armoured concrete, ceramic etc.

· cast concrete: cast concrete filled on site, into formworks

· panel: highly elaborated, prefabricated, structured wall, usually placed with an elevating machine, the walls are fixed to each other at the edges.

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE SURROUNDING OF THE DWELLINGS

This topic does not refer to the dwelling itself, but to its the environment, to the part of the locality, where the dwelling is situated. 

The residential zones are as follows:

Traditional urban zone: generally a locality’s central part, and its adjoining area, usually with closed rows of streets, with buildings of medium height (1-6 floors). The majority of buildings are designed for human accommodation, a part for public use (block of flats, built with traditional technologies, suite the parameters of the zone).

Building blocks, housing estates zone: group of high or medium high residential buildings, built in the last decades, with modern construction technologies, for habitation.

Suburb of villas: low and medium high residential buildings, villas, or holiday houses (in some cases colonies) with a garden, generally with ordered lines of streets.

Family houses zone: low (1-2 storey) residential buildings, generally to a larger distance from the centre of the settlement. These zones are typical in towns, though recently a trend for establishing this type of zones started in rural areas, too.

Rural zone: houses built generally at the front of the streets, traditional residential parts of  villages; external parts of villages and former rural areas attached to towns also belong to this category.

Recreation district: area built-in mainly with holiday houses, weekend-houses and/or collective buildings for recreation.

Industrial zone: colonies, barracks, formerly built as auxiliary residential buildings of agricultural, industrial undertakings, and houses surrounded by industrial plants etc.

Sparsely built outskirts: houses built mostly in outskirts generally used by employees of the agriculture, forestry (e.g. single cottage house, watch-house, forester’s lodge).

Grouped built outskirts: residential area of groups of buildings generally separated from each other by a cultivated agricultural land (e.g. group of cottage houses, farms).

Socially unsatisfactory zone: residential buildings of very poor condition, houses designed for demolition, buildings built for temporary use, hovels, line of gipsy hovels, caves etc.

Other zones: areas not belonging to the above categories.

OCCUPANTS OF DWELLINGS (NUMBER OF OCCUPANTS)

The data of occupants of occupied dwellings refer to the resident population of the census. A dwelling is regarded as occupied in case at least one person – whether or not belonging to the resident population of the census – was enumerated there. Therefore the data on occupied dwellings contain cells with the label “Without resident population” or “0 occupant”. These dwellings are defined as occupied, though they occupants have not been regarded as belonging to the resident population of the census (See the concept of resident population of the census!) 

BUILDING

The concept of building includes residential houses and also such other buildings in which, although initially not designed for dwelling purposes, there was at least one dwelling or one occupied other housing unit. 

The building having an independent architectural structure, firewall and separate entrance is regarded as one building, even if its other firewall is not visible from the outside.

The section of multi-sectional, row houses (houses with several entrances, staircases) in case it is not connected to the others by internal passages, is regarded as an independent house. These are usually staircases of row houses, usually having an independent alphanumeric number. Despite the integrated construction, the separate entrances of the twin-houses, as well as all the other houses, where a firewall separates the buildings, were enumerated separately.

Types of buildings are the following: 

Residential building: building, where the majority of spaces are used exclusively or mostly as a dwelling. The category covers the collective houses, which accommodate private households too.

Holiday house (recreation building): a building with one or more units suitable for recreation, rest rehabilitation, but sometimes even for habitation.

Occupied other building: any kind of building, where besides premises, rooms used for other than habitation purposes, there is at least one dwelling or occupied other housing unit. This building might be a school, office-house, shopping-house, industrial plant; at the same time, dormitories, workers’ accommodation houses, social homes, children’s homes, day nurseries, hotels, hospitals do not belong to this category.

Building for institutional household(s) (collective housing unit): building intended for the use by persons belonging to an institutional household (dormitories, workers’ accommodation houses, social homes, children’s homes, day nurseries, hotels etc.).

Occupied other structure is the one where no dwellings or seasonal holiday housing units, only one or more occupied other housing units were enumerated. 

SIZE OF BUILDING (NUMBER OF DWELLINGS)

This classification is based on the total number of (occupied or vacant) dwellings and seasonal/holiday housing units.

HEIGHT OF BUILDING

Height (number of storeys) of the building refers to the dwelling being on the highest level of the building.

YEAR OF CONSTRUCTION OF BUILDING

Year of construction of the building means the year of construction of the dwellings (seasonal or holiday housing units) within that building. In case the units had not been constructed in the same period, the year of construction of the majority of the units had to be taken into account. In case of equal numbers, the year of construction of the building is that of the oldest housing units.
