Description of the data in the Dutch population census of 28th February 1971

The data is available in nine files, that can be linked in order to make it possible to analyse the data in different ways and on different levels of aggregation (individual, family, municipality, etc.).

Three files hold information to make regional analyses possible. The first file contains information on the municipal level and consists of six variables defining the municipalities and the agglomeration and province to which they belong (N=912). The second file defines the enumeration district within the municipality (one variable, N=2917) and the third file defines the neighbourhood within the district and its area (two variables, N=9847).

The fourth file holds information on the location of the residential address. It consists of two variables containing an X- and Y-coordinate and is based on a 500 by 500 metres grid (N=3771510).

The fifth file holds information on the dwelling. This category consists of in total twenty-three variables (N=3785833). These contain information on the type of dwelling, the type and year of construction (four variables), the occupation and the number and sort of rooms (ten variables) and the ownership, rent and public connections (nine variables).

The sixth file contains information on the household according to the 1960 definitions. The type of household, its housing and the number of people in it are among the ten variables (N=4068232).

The seventh file holds information on the household according the 1947 definitions. It contains thirteen variables (N=4143922), which all concern the composition of the household (seven variables), its housing (three variables) and its phase of development (three variables).

The eighth file relates to fertility. It holds seven variables (N=4291106). These contain information on the number of children (four variables) and the marriage (three variables).

The ninth file contains information on the individuals inhabitants of the Netherlands on the 28th of February 1971. It holds 65 variables (N=13133333). Most of these contain information on the educational level (26 variables), the occupation and income (fourteen variables) and general demographic information (thirteen variables). Also there is information on commuting (nine variables) and on the counting method in the census (three variables).
